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Oregon Sentinel Region

The Portland area has the highest population density in Oregon.  Oregon will focus its efforts on these populated areas for the Sentinel project, starting with the Portland region of Washington County.  
Washington County Oregon - high population growth and density

Oregon’s Sentinel population includes the cities of Beaverton, Aloha, Hillsboro (county seat), Tigard, Tualatin, Durham, Sherwood and unincorporated areas.  

The Sentinel population of children less than 6 years of age is about 32,000.  
Provider participation is excellent within the Sentinel region with 51 private and public provider sites, 49 of which are presently active in the ALERT registry.   The participating clinics include 20 private pediatric practices, 23 private family practice clinics, 5 non-specialty private clinics, and 3 public sites.  

Of 3,143 counties in the United States, Washington County, Oregon ranks 39th for population growth, making it one of the fastest-growing areas in the county. Most of this population growth is within the contiguous Sentinel geographic area.

Based on data from Oregon’s automated ALERT Recall Tracking System for children born in 2000 and 2001, the up-to-date immunization rates for 4:3:1:3:3:1 in the Sentinel region averages about 62 percent.

The racial and ethnic estimates for the Sentinel area are:  84.9 percent White, 7.5 percent Asian, 8.7 percent Hispanic, 1.3 percent African American, 1 percent Native American.
