CDC estimates that 73% of the 9,801 AIDS cases diagnosed among female adults and adolescents in 2006 were attributed to high-risk heterosexual contact: 11% of these cases were from high-risk heterosexual contact with an injection drug user and 62% from sexual contact with high-risk partners such as bisexual men or HIV-infected men with unidentified risk factors.
Of the cases in female adults and adolescents, 24% were attributed to injection drug use and 2% to other or unidentified risk factors.
