Presentation Notes�
Most of the AIDS cases diagnosed in 2006 among females age 13 years or older were attributed to high-risk heterosexual contact.�Of AIDS cases among women age 35 and older, approximately 30% were attributed to injection drug use, compared with 10% of cases in females aged 13-19 years, 15% in women aged 20-24 years, and 19% in women age 25-34. �Among females age 13-19 years, 36% were exposed to HIV through perinatal transmission, and are included in the “other/not identified” transmission category.�Data have been adjusted for reporting delays and cases without risk factor information were proportionally redistributed. �
