Most reported AIDS cases among female adults and adolescents were among those who resided in the South and the Northeast.

The majority of cases were among black (not Hispanic) female adults and adolescents in the South, Northeast, and Midwest regions. In the West, there was less disparity in the AIDS case counts among white (not Hispanic), black, and Hispanic female adults and adolescents.
Data are not shown for Asian/Pacific Islander and American Indian/Alaska Native female adults and adolescents because the numbers reported in 2006, when stratified by region of residence, were small.
