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Overview

This handbook describes the business rules provided by the Applimatin Informia Archive solution to select and archive the Oracle Applications Release 11i data. FSA FMS has implemented the Applimation Informia Archive 5.1 software solution to leverage its comprehensive archive and purge functionality based on specific business rules.

FSA FMS archiving business requirements are centered around four (4) major business areas: These include General Ledger, Accounts Payable, Accounts Receivable, and Custom tables.  This document is broken into 4 sections to better elaborate on each business area, its related archiving business rules, SQL conditions, any modifications to the business rules, and associated reasons for the modifications. An additional element included as part of the custom tables description is the custom tables selection criteria, Discoverer reports impact analysis, and joint application design (jad) session comments from FMS Operations, Enhancements, and CFO Accounting. 
The Applimation Entity builder provides the ability to access the actual SQL/code behind any business rule and modify the business rule if needed. (Refer to FMS Applimation Production Operations Handbook for steps to setup or modify the business rules.) 
1.0
General Ledger (GL) Business Rules

This section provides a detailed description of the General Ledger business rules used in the Applimation Informia Archive to archive FMS’s GL transactions. Each business rule includes the standard definition, actual SQL/code behind the business rule, and its related interim columns.

Informia Archive handles two types of General Ledger transactions: Balances and Journals. Furthermore, it processes Actual, Budget and Encumbrance type transactions for Balances and Journals.  FSA FMS business rules include only the Actual and Encumbrance type transactions. 

Two Entities are currently defined for use at FMS to handle journal transactions: Journal Actuals, and Journal Encumbrances. The following business rules are enforced for both Entities: 

· The journal batch associated with the journal transaction must be posted to the General Ledger.

· The period to which the journal was posted must be closed or permanently closed.

When choosing the parameters for these Entities, Informia Archive limits the date selection to closed and permanently closed periods only.

The rules are applicable to all versions of Oracle General Ledger unless noted to the contrary.

This section provides a detailed description of the Accounts Payable business rules used in the Applimation Informia Archive to archive FMS’s Payables transactions. Each business rule includes the standard definition, actual SQL/code behind the business rule, and its related interim columns.

Informia Archive only archives and purges fully paid and general ledger posted AP invoices. It also validates that the associated checks and payments are posted in the General Ledger.

The rules detailed below are applicable to both Simple and Matched Invoices, and applicable to all versions of Oracle Payables unless noted to the contrary.

AP Deactived Business Rule Summary

The Applimation archiving tool is designed in such a way that it looks to satisfy various conditions before selecting records/transactions to be considered as candidates for archive/purge. Deactivating business rules for modules that are not implemented at FMS (e.g. FA, PA etc.) does not have any adverse impact on the Archiving Process. If these rules are not deactivated, Applimation considers the records (AP Invoices), as non-purgeable candidates.

Applimation’s response on this issue is as follows:

“Rules related to Projects are exceptions for invoices sourced from PA Invoices related to Projects are not eligible for purge. Oracle requires that this inter-module integrity remain intact for Projects functionality. This rule validates that Oracle Projects did not create this invoice.


Rules related to FA are exception for invoices transferred to Oracle Assets.
Exception Description: This rule validates that any invoice lines transferred to Oracle Assets has been transferred to Oracle Assets. In some situations where the AP/FA inter-module relationship is not strongly defined (i.e., you do not use the Mass Additions process to transfer AP information to FA), then you may disable this step.


Therefore, in your situation, you can disable these rules to make records purgeable”

There are two kinds of invoices that can be processed by Informia Archive: Simple invoices that are not matched to a PO and invoices that are matched to a PO. The Simple Invoices Entity only archives and purges invoices that are not matched to a PO. However, during the Candidate Generation phase, Archive does not make the distinction between matched and non-matched invoices when initially identifying candidates.

This distinction between matched and non-matched invoices is made by this “rule”, which flags invoices as matched to a PO.

This business rule was disabled in 2007 to archive all prepayment related transactions. The Purchasing module, project-costing module, or expense reports feature are not implemented in FMS. Therefore, prepayment transactions are not attached to expense reports or matched to Purchase Orders. After internal evaluation and discussion with Applimation, disabling these two prepayment related business rules should not have impact to other business rules. FSA agreed and these two prepayment business rules were disabled.

3.0
Receivables (AR) Business Rules

This section provides a detail description of all Receivables business rules used in the Applimation Informia Archive software solution to archive FMS’s Receivables transactions.  Each business rule includes the standard definition, actual SQL behind the business rule and its related interim columns.

Informia Archive handles customer transactions and receipts in the AR – Customer Transactions Entity. A customer transaction can be an invoice, a debit memo, a credit memo, a commitment, or an adjustment to any of one of the listed transactions. Oracle Receivables also tracks customer receipt (of payments) applied against a customer transaction.

Informia Archive only archives and purges customer transactions and receipts that are closed or complete and have been posted to the General Ledger. Informia Archive adheres to Oracle’s transaction chain rules for Receivables. A transaction chain in its most basic form is comprised of a customer invoice and a cash receipt (of payment to be applied against the invoice). To archive and purge the invoice, its associated receipt must also be archived and purged. If either transaction fails a business rule, then both transactions are not purgeable.

The rules are applicable to all versions of Oracle Receivables unless noted. Currently, no Receivables business rules have been modified to meet FMS’s Archiving requirements.

Custom Table Business Rules

This section explains in details all business rules used in the Informia Archive to archive FMS’s selected custom tables’ records. Each business rule will include the standard definition, actual SQL behind the business rule and its related interim columns.

4.1 Custom Table Selection Criteria and Summary

The FSA FMS custom tables selected for archiving were based on the following selection criteria:

1. Tables required to support the on-going FMS operations are not selected. 
2. Tables with table size of 90,000 bytes or higher were considered for archiving.

3. Combined DLSS_IF010_ERR_mmddyy tables that have a date suffix at the end of the table name into one table and then archive the newly combined table if they meet 90,000 bytes or higher and fall within the archiving date range.

4. Tables that are purged daily are not selected.

5. Tables with transactions beginning after the archive date range are not selected.

6. Tables required to maintain the integrity of other archived tables in one extension are selected.
