The following clauses are added in full text:
I.5
JP3 4-10 Order Limitations (JAN 2003)
(a) Minimum order.  When the judiciary requires products or services covered by this contract in an amount less than $100, the judiciary is not obligated to purchase, nor is the contractor obligated to furnish, those products or services under this contract. 

(b) Maximum order.  The contractor is not obligated to honor: 

(1) any order for a single item in excess of $500; 

(2) any order for a combination of items in excess of $2,500; or 

(3) a series of orders from the same ordering office in the course of 5 days that together call for quantities exceeding the limitations stated in subparagraph (b)(1) or (b )(2) above. 

(c) If this is a requirements contract, (i.e. includes the "Requirements" clause JP3 Clause 4-20) the judiciary is not required to order a part of any one requirement from the contractor if that requirement exceeds the maximum-order limitations stated in paragraph (b) above. 

(d) Notwithstanding paragraphs (b) and (c) of this section, the contractor shall honor any order exceeding the maximum order limitations in paragraph (b), unless that order (or orders) is returned to the ordering office within one day after issuance, with written notice stating the contractor's intent not to ship the item (or items) called for and the reasons.  Upon receiving this notice, the judiciary may acquire the products or services from another source.

Reference in Clause 7-35 Disclosure or Use of Information:  The following sentence at the end of paragraph (a) of Clause 7-35 is deleted in its entirety:  “This clause takes precedence over and is an explicit limitation to the rights enumerated in section (b)(2) of Clause 6-60, “Rights in Data – General.”  It is replaced with the following:  “This clause takes precedence over and is an explicit limitation to the rights enumerated in section (d) of H.2 Rights in Data – Special Works (AOUSC Feb 2008).”
