SEVENTEEN SENTENCED FOR FEMA FRAUD

Orlando, Florida - On May 24, 2006, twenty-six individuals were charged in
Operation “Storm Chaser” that was aimed at detecting and prosecuting instances of
fraud in Central Florida related to Hurricanes Katrina and Rita. On September 25 - 26,
2006, U.S. District Judge John Antoon, Il sentenced seventeen of those twenty-six
individuals. Eight individuals were sentenced to prison terms. Nine individuals were
sentenced to probation. All seventeen individuals were ordered to re-pay the Federal
Emergency Management Agency for the amounts that they stole.

Fisher of the Criminal Division, includes members of the Secret Service, the Postal

Inspector’s Office, and the Executive Office for United States Attorneys, among others.
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
