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§ 1000.227 What happens if the Sec-
retary denies the waiver request? 

If the Secretary denies a waiver re-
quest, the Secretary issues a written 
decision stating: 

(a) The basis for the decision; 
(b) The decision is final for the De-

partment; and 
(c) The Tribe/Consortium may re-

quest reconsideration of the denial. 

§ 1000.228 What are examples of waiv-
ers prohibited by law? 

Examples of when a waiver is prohib-
ited by Federal law include: 

(a) When the effect would be to waive 
or eliminate express statutory require-
ments; 

(b) When a statute authorizes civil 
and criminal penalties; 

(c) When it would result in a failure 
to ensure that proper health and safety 
standards are included in an AFA (sec-
tion 403(e)(2)); 

(d) When it would result in a reduc-
tion of the level of trust services that 
would have been provided by the Sec-
retary to individual Indians (section 
403(g)(4)); 

(e) When it would limit or reduce the 
services, contracts, or funds to any 
other Indian Tribe or Tribal organiza-
tion (section 406(a)); 

(f) When it would diminish the Fed-
eral trust responsibility to Tribes, indi-
vidual Indians or Indians with trust al-
lotments (Section 406(b)); or 

(g) When it would violate Federal 
case law. 

§ 1000.229 May a Tribe/Consortium 
propose a substitute for a regula-
tion it wishes to be waived? 

Yes, where a Tribe/Consortium wish-
es to replace the waived regulation 
with a substitute that otherwise main-
tains the requirements of the applica-
ble Federal law, the Secretary may be 
able to approve the waiver request. The 
Tribe/Consortium and bureau officials 
must negotiate to develop a suggested 
substitution. 

§ 1000.230 How is a waiver approval 
documented for the record? 

The waiver decision is made part of 
the AFA by attaching a copy of it to 
the AFA and by mutually executing 
any necessary conforming amendments 

to the AFA. The decisions announcing 
the waiver also will be posted on the 
Office of Self-Governance web site and 
all such decisions shall be made avail-
able on request. 

§ 1000.231 How does a Tribe/Consor-
tium request reconsideration of the 
Secretary’s denial of a waiver? 

(a) The Tribe/Consortium may re-
quest reconsideration of a waiver de-
nial. To do so, the Tribe/Consortium 
must submit a request to: 

(1) The Director, OSG, for BIA pro-
grams; or 

(2) The appropriate bureau head, for 
non-BIA programs. 

(b) The request must be filed within 
30 days of the day the decision is re-
ceived by certified mail (return receipt 
requested) or by hand delivery. A re-
quest submitted by mail will be consid-
ered filed on the postmark date. 

(c) The request must identify the 
issues to be addressed, including a 
statement of reasons supporting the re-
quest. 

§ 1000.232 When must DOI respond to 
a request for reconsideration? 

The Secretary must issue a written 
decision within 30 days of the Depart-
ment’s receipt of a request for recon-
sideration. This decision is final for the 
Department and no administrative ap-
peal may be made. 

Subpart K—Construction 

§ 1000.240 What construction programs 
included in an AFA are subject to 
this subpart? 

(a) All BIA and non-BIA construction 
programs included in an AFA are sub-
ject to this subpart. This includes de-
sign, construction, repair, improve-
ment, expansion, replacement or demo-
lition of buildings or facilities, and 
other related work for Federal, or Fed-
erally funded Tribal, facilities and 
projects. 

(b) The following programs and ac-
tivities are not construction programs 
and activities: 

(1) Activities limited to providing 
planning services, administrative sup-
port services, coordination, responsi-
bility for the construction project, day- 
to-day on-site management on site- 
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
