SCUM THAT FEED THE ANIMALS RANCID DEAD MEAT FROM OTHER ANIMALS AND THE
DEGENERATES THAT TREAT THEM WITH SUCH CRUELTY. PROHIBITING THE MARKETING
OF DOWNED ANIMALS WILL CAUSE NO UNDUE ECONOMIC HARDSHIP BECAUSE THEY ARE
A VERY SMALL PERCENTAGE OF ANIMALS SLAUGHTERED. WE AGAIN, STRONGLY URGE
YOU TO GRANT PETITION 98P-0151/CPU TO PROHIBIT THE INHUMANE SLAUGHTER OF
DOWNED ANIMALS.
