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thie week. I am writing to inquire about the status of 2 Wisconsin project. In the Senate
FY 2007 Labor, Health and Human Services, Education and Related Agencies
Appropriations Bill, the Milwaukee Public School System was awarded $1.3 million to
support after school activities for at risk youth in Milwaukee, W1.

As you know, funding for 21* Century Comnunity Leaming Centers has been
flat funded at $981 million. Many school districts, including Milwaukece Public Schools
(IVIPS), have been forced 1o shut down programs and deny children promised services.
As & result, many at risk youth have no opportunities for academic cnrichment or & safe
place to go during non-school hours. The federal funding would be used to bridge the
gap in services offered to youth during the summer months.

Youth enrolled in the Summer CLC Program receive the additional academic
support they need during the summer months, nutritious meals on a daily basis, and
eXposure to enriching activities and caring adults, all which support student learning and
health. Last summer, MPS served 6,115 youth at 33 sites. Without s funding source,

thore is a high probability that over 6,000 youth would be displaced this swmmer in
Milwaukee.

Although individual appropriations measures were not enacted by the 109%
Congress, the Approprietions Committees provided ample insight as to thelr expectations.
This was certainly the case with this Wisconsin priority and I encourage you to
appropriately recognize and act on those recommendations.

As you determine the allocation of funding for the Department of Education through the
end of Fiscal Year 2007, I would like to request that you prioritize funding for modern
language labs in Colorado’s Adams County Public Schools. While the continuing
resolution did not provide specific guidance for funding thisse labs, I consider this one of
my state’s most important education-related projects and deserving of funds in FY 2007.

Nearly 80 percent of the population growth in Adams County from 1990-2000 can be
attributed to an influx of ethnically and culturally diverse residents. The Asian and
Latino populations of the county have increased by more than 130 percent. As a result,
English as a Second Language (ESL) needs are increasing in the county’s public schools.

This project would install complete language labs in the four Adams County high schools
that do not currently have them. The county has one lab already in place and has seen
dramatic improvement in the language performance of the students using it.

With these funds, the Department
will provide support for three continuation awards (two programming and one outreach award)
made 1n fiscal year 2005. To better understand the impact of the RTL program, the Department is
requiring that all new children’s television programming be informed by scientifically based
research 1n reading and early literacy and that programming grantees conduct rigorous
evaluations using experimental and quasi-experimental designs.
