Tribally Controlled Postsecondary Career and Technical Institutions Program

The Tribally Controlled Postsecondary Career and Technical Institutions Program (TCPCTIP), authorized under
section 117 of the Carl D. Perkins Career and Technical Education Act of 2006 (Perkins 1V), provides grants to
tribally controlled postsecondary career and technical institutions that do not receive assistance under the
Tribally Controlled Colleges and Universities Assistance Act or the Navajo Community College Act. Grant funds
are used for expenses associated with capital expenditures, maintenance and operation of programs, expansion
and improvement of educational offerings and student support services, and institutional support for career and
technical education programs for Indian students.

The Office of Vocational and Adult Education (OVAE) competitively
awarded two new five-year TCPCTIP grants following the reauthorization
of the Perkins IV legislation in August 2007 (see inset).
