2005 related to this indicator was corrected in a timely manner.   

In response to OSEP’s June 15, 2007 FFY 
2005 SPP/APR response table Guam 
calculated its FFY 2006 data using the 
measurement for this indicator (calculating 
the number of infants and toddlers with IFSPs 
who receive all of the early intervention 
services on their IFSPs in a timely manner 
rather than the number of services on IFSPs 
that are provided in a timely manner).  

The State reported that noncompliance 
identified in FFY 2005 with the timely service 
provision requirements in 34 CFR 
§§303.340(c), 303.342(e) and 303.344(f)(1) 
was corrected in a timely manner.   

OSEP appreciates the State’s efforts and looks 
forward to reviewing in the FFY 2007 APR, 
due February 1, 2009, the State’s data 
demonstrating that it is in compliance with the 
requirements in 34 CFR §§303.340(c), 
303.342(e) and 303.344(f)(1), including 
reporting correction of the noncompliance 
identified in the FFY 2006 APR.   

2.  Percent of infants and toddlers 
with IFSPs who primarily receive 
early intervention services in the 
home or programs for typically 
developing children.

The State’s FFY 2006 reported data for this indicator are 100%.  These 
data remain unchanged from the FFY 2005 data of 100%.

In response to OSEP’s June 15, 2007 FFY 
2005 SPP/APR response table, Guam 
provided FFY 2006 data on the percent of 
infants and toddlers birth to one it serves 
using the required measurement for this 
indicator (calculations based on OSEP- 
required IDEA section 618 data).   

OSEP appreciates the State’s efforts to 
improve performance.  

6. Percent of infants and toddlers 
birth to 3 with IFSPs compared to:

OSEP looks forward to the State’s data 
demonstrating improvement in performance 
in the FFY 2007 APR, due February 1, 2009.

The State’s FFY 2006 reported data for this indicator are 92%.  These data 
represent progress from the FFY 2005 data of 70%. 

The State did not meet its FFY 2006 target of 100%. 

The State reported that the one finding of noncompliance identified in FFY 
2005 related to this indicator was corrected in a timely manner.  

 

The State reported that noncompliance 
identified in FFY 2005 with the 45-day 
timeline requirements in 34 CFR 
§§303.321(e)(2), 303.322(e)(1), and 303.342 
was corrected in a timely manner.   

The State must review its improvement

2005 SPP/APR response table, Guam clarified 
that its FFY 2006 data was calculated using 
the required measurement.   

The State reported that noncompliance 
identified in FFY 2005 with the IFSP 
transition content requirements in 34 CFR 
§§303.148(b)(4) and 303.344(h) was 
corrected in a timely manner.   

OSEP appreciates the State’s efforts in

These data 
represent progress from the FFY 2005 data of 70%. 

The State did not meet its FFY 2006 target of 100%. 

The State reported that the one finding of noncompliance identified in FFY 
2005 related to this indicator was not corrected in a timely manner.  For 
that finding of noncompliance, the State reported that it is requiring the 
development of corrective action plans, quarterly internal monitoring, and 
meetings with individual service coordinators.   

  

The State reported that noncompliance 
identified in FFY 2005 with the timely 
transition conference requirements in 34 CFR 
§303.148(b)(2)(i) (as modified by IDEA 
section 637(a)(9)) was not corrected.  The 
State must demonstrate, in the FFY 2007 
APR, due February 1, 2009, that the 
uncorrected noncompliance was corrected.    

The State must review its improvement 
activities and revise them, if appropriate, to 
ensure they will enable the State to provide 
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data in the FFY 2007 APR, due February 1, 
2009, demonstrating that the State is in 
compliance with the requirements in 34 CFR 
§303.148(b)(2)(i) (as modified by IDEA 
section 637(a)(9)), including reporting 
correction of the noncompliance identified in 
the FFY 2006 APR.   

9.  General supervision system 
(including monitoring, complaints, 
hearings, etc.) identifies and 
corrects noncompliance as soon as 
possible but in no case later than 
one year from identification.

The State’s FFY 2006 reported data for this indicator are 86%.  Guam 
reported that six of seven findings of noncompliance identified in FFY 
2005 were corrected in a timely manner.  For the uncorrected 
noncompliance, Guam reported that it required corrective action plans, 
quarterly internal monitoring, and meetings with individual service 
coordinators.   

The State did not meet its FFY 2006 target of 100%. 

OSEP was unable to determine whether there was progress or slippage 
because although Guam’s FFY 2005 reported data for this indicator were 
100%, OSEP concluded that prior noncompliance was only partially 
corrected in a timely manner during FFY 2005.   

The State must demonstrate, in the FFY 2007 
APR, due February 1, 2009, that the State has 
corrected the remaining noncompliance for 
Indicator 8C identified in Indicator 9 from 
FFY 2005.   

The State must review its improvement 
activities and revise them, if appropriate, to 
ensure they will enable the State to provide 
data in the FFY 2007 APR, due February 1, 
2009, demonstrating that the State timely 
corrected noncompliance identified in FFY 
2006 (2006-2007) under this indicator in 
accordance with IDEA section 635(a)(10)(A) 
and 34 CFR §303.501. 

In addition, in responding to Indicators 1, 7, 
and 8C, the State must specifically identify 
and address the noncompliance identified in 
this table under those indicators.
