These data represent progress from the FFY 2005 data of 77.8%.

The State did not meet its FFY 2006 target of 100%.

The State reported that 14 of 21 findings of noncompliance identified in FFY 2005 were corrected in a timely manner.  For the uncorrected seven findings of noncompliance, the State reported that it held monthly status meetings with CFCs, offered technical assistance, conducted follow-up monitoring visits, and provided feedback to staff on using the Cornerstone database to identify and address noncompliance related to transition.
