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Raven Services Corporation supports the A-76 revision. Small businesses such
as mine will have a greater nunber of opportunities to performwork in
support of the Government. The revision should also help elimnate unfair
government competition. In every instance possible the Federal Government
should rely on the private sector for goods and services.

One of the primary disincentives under the previous A-76 process has been
the extrenely long periods of tine it takes to conduct an A-76 conpetition
This problem has been particularly to deal with given the i medi ate demand
for talented enpl oyees that has existed in the enploynent narkets during the
last 36 nonths. Individuals are not willing to wait for nmonths, and in sone
cases years, to find out if they have a new enpl oynent opportunity. The
revisions state that a "standard conpetition shall not exceed 12 nonths."

We strongly support this nove to nmake the tinme franes for conducting
public-private conpetitions nore reasonable, and in line with

standard procurenents.

The Conmercial Activities Panel made a reconmendation that the A-76
procurenents use a FAR based process, based on best value, for certain
procurenents. Raven stronly supports that reconmendation

We believe the proposed revisions to Circular A-76 will make the process
nore fair and tinely. They will provide an incentive for private sector
conpani es to enthusactically partoicipate in future A-76 procurenents.
Reagrdl ess of the party selected as the successful offeror in A-76
conpetitions the Governnent receives definite benefits in the form of
reduced costs and inproved organi zational flexibility and usually better
task response capabilitiies. W believe the

revisions to Circular A-76 will result in major inprovenents over the past
process.
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
