AMENDED ORDER1
ORDER:

PER CURIAM. Complaints against the respondent were brought to the State Bar of Texas by
two individuals, one involving a contract dispute case and the other involving the defense of two
defendants charged with the transport of illegal aliens. The State Bar of Texas found that the
respondent had violated several provisions of the Texas Disciplinary Rules of Professional Conduct.
On November 5, 2004, the Evidentiary Panel for the-State Bar District No. 10B-3, State Bar of
Texas, suspended the respondent from the practice of law in that state for a period of 5 years, with
active suspension from November 15, 2004 to November 14, 2006, and probated suspension
effective November 15, 2006, to end November 14, 2009.

Consequently, on March 8, 2005, the Office of General Counsel for the Executlve Office for
Immi gration Review initiated disciplinary proceedings against the respondent and petitioned for the
respondent’s immediate suspension from practice before the Board of Immigration Appeals. On
March 14, 2005, the Department of Homeland Security (the "DHS," formerly the Immigration and
Naturalization Service) asked that the respondent be smnlarly suspended from practice before the
Immigration Courts and the DHS.

The petition is granted, and the respondent is hereby suspended, absent a showing of good cause,
from the practice of law- before the Board, the Immigration Courts, and the DHS pending final
disposition of this proceeding. See 8 C.F.R. § 1003.103(a).

Accordingly, the respondent is directed to promptly notify, in writing, any clients with cases
currently pending before the Board, the Immigration Courts, or the DHS that the respondent has been

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suspended from practicing before these bodies. The respondent shall maintain records to evidence
compliance with this order. Moreover, we direct that the contents of this notice be made available
to the public, including at Immigration Courts and appropriate offices of the DHS.
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
