	BRIEF DESCRIPTION:  (Services they will provide.)

Centro Legal de la Raza will provide comprehensive employment services and case management.  They will provide pre- and post- job placement monitoring, employability skills training through a curriculum set up by the Oakland Workforce Development Project, and referrals to the One-Stop Center.  They also offer life-skills training such as English as a Second Language courses, Financial Literacy, and other training agreed upon by the client and the Project Coordinator.  Centro Legal and other grassroots organizations make up the Oakland Worker Center and are trusted community centers for immigrants.
With this grant, Centro Legal will outreach to 200 workers in order to enroll 50 into the program.  After an initial job skills and English language assessment, job readiness workshops, such as resume development and job search assistance, will be provided to these 50 participants.  If needed, Centro Legal will provide translation and transportation assistance for interviews.  Participants will receive referrals to required social services within the Oakland Worker Center (health and mental health care, substance abuse counseling, legal counseling, representation, etc) as well as instruction on worker’s rights in the United States.  Job retention support through follow-up by case managers will occur as well.  These case managers will conduct weekly meetings and phone calls with clients.  
GOALS: (How many people served, placed in jobs or education, retained, etc.)

Centro legal projects that of the 50 participants in its program, 25 will be placed in jobs with an average wage of $9 per hour.  Of these 25, 10 will keep their jobs for at least 3 months and 6 for at least 6 months.  Three participants will be place in post-secondary or advanced training programs.  English language proficiency will improve by 30% for 40 of the enrollees.
