	POPULATION SERVED:  All of the Brooklyn area, including Prospect Heights, Gowanus, Sunset Park, Fort Greene, Crown Heights and parts of Park Slope with emphasis on low-income residents of Public Housing Projects.

	
	

	BRIEF DESCRIPTION:  (Services they will provide.)

The Imani House has expanded from its original mission of being an Adult Literacy and ESL program to include many diverse needs in the Brooklyn area such as a Job Development Program, two Youth Development Programs, Adult Education, a weekly food pantry and an information and referral service.  The organization is very important to the local community in fighting the high rate of unemployment.  To do this, the facility utilizes outreach programs for hard to reach minorities, computer use and training, referrals to One-Stops or other agencies for training or assistance, resume and interview support, educational referrals, job search and resume distribution, assistance in gaining professional attire, workplace etiquette, conflict resolution, and other useful skills
These programs as well as interaction with the local One-Stop will improve and expand with the issue of this grant.  They plan to increase staff hours.  This will allow the staff to work more with job searches, outreach, training, and follow-up services.  Imani House also plans to offer referrals to the One-Stop to an even larger group of job-ready employment seekers.  
GOALS: (How many people served, placed in jobs or education, retained, etc.)

The Department of Labor funds under this grant will enable the Imani House to provide free employment assistance services to 390 clients and follow-up with at least 150 former applicants to offer additional service and track their success.  They estimate that 50% or 195 persons will be prepared for employment.  Fifteen percent (15%) will be referred to the local One-Stop and 20% will be referred to literacy, GED, ESL, immigrant services or other social service divisions.  Imani House estimates that 70 people will gain employment with 25 of them being employed for longer than 6 months.
