	BRIEF DESCRIPTION:  (Services they will provide.)

Turning the TIDE initiated Project ECHO in May 2003.  It is a program to build an infrastructure between ex-offenders, faith-based organizations, and the local One-Stop Center.  It was one of three faith-based organizations to partner with the Philadelphia Workforce Investment Board, the city of Philadelphia, and PA CareerLink to implement the initiative.  In addition to Project ECHO, Turning the TIDE runs the following programs:  Computer Training, HIV & AIDS Care, Wireless Internet, International Computer Driver’s License, and Financial Literacy Courses.  
With this grant, Project ECHO will be expanded further, adding partnerships with the Philadelphia Adult Probation and Parole Department and the Philadelphia Juvenile Probation and Parole Departments.  These departments will share information about the project with ex-offenders and will make weekly referrals to Turning the TIDE.  In addition to programs teaching job skills and computer literacy to the ex-offenders, ECHO will implement a case management system that will track each of the participants through the entirety of the process.  The case managers will keep in contact with participants who acquire a job by calling every week for the first two months, every other week for months three and four and once a month through 6 months.  If the participant becomes unemployed, he or she will begin a new job search at Project ECHO immediately.  
GOALS: (How many people served, placed in jobs or education, retained, etc.)

Project ECHO plans on enrolling 60 participants into its program in the 18 months of the grant.  These 60 will be connected to various employment opportunities via PA CareerLink and other sources used by the Project.  In this timeframe, 30 volunteers from other faith-based organizations will be trained to mentor and train the participants.  40 of the 60 participants will be placed in jobs and 30 will be maintain employment or advance in employment for six months.
