Services include: (1) pre-employment training in computers and ESL, (2) life skills and employability training, (3) resume creation, (4) on-line job searches, and (5) individualized training and case management.  In addition to helping clients become aware of opportunities at the One-Stop Centers, classes are offered in ESL, computer literacy, employment skills, and budgeting on-site registered clients.
Loaves and Fishes Ministries partners with the One-Stop Centers to facilitate smooth transition of customers into Wagner Peyser and WIA Title I services
GOALS: (How many people served, placed in jobs or education, retained, etc.)
The projects goal is helping people find meaningful and sustaining work.  The project expects to serve at least 200 or more adults, with 10 adults obtaining a certificate of successful completion of one or more levels of ESL instruction, 40 will complete life skills or employability skills, and 20 will receive one or more of the services above and be placed and retained in employment.  10 individuals will have retained a job after 3 months and 8 individuals will have retained a job after 6 months.
