	BRIEF DESCRIPTION:  (Services they will provide.)
Northside Common Ministries proposes to develop, manage and enhance a comprehensive service delivery system through Project P.A.T.H.  These services will: (1) increase their employability; (2) address critical barriers to life management; and (3) employment that have impeded their ability to be self-sufficient.
NCM partners with Allegheny County, Pennsylvania WIA One Stop Affiliate, Goodwill Industries of Pittsburgh and they coordinate with regional supportive service agencies to enhance employment and training service delivery to the homeless.
GOALS: (How many people served, placed in jobs or education, retained, etc.)
NCM plans to enroll 40 homeless individuals in intensive care management services offered by the program and refer and enroll all 40 in the One-Stop Affiliate Employment and Training services.  NCM plans to have a complete Life Management Plan for all 40 enrolled participants.  60 percent of the participants will be placed in wage attachable employment of at least 20 hours per week as verified by the employer, 70 percent will retain 3 consecutive months of employment, 60 percent of the remaining active participants will retain employment for 6 consecutive months.
