| T | S HEREBY ORDERED, ADJUDGED AND DECREED t hat summary
judgnment is entered in favor of the United States and agai nst
defendant David M O Bryant.

IT 1S FURTHER ORDERED, ADJUDGED AND DECREED that
defendant David M O Bryant is hereby permanently enjoined from
acting as a federal inconme tax return preparer and from preparing
or filing federal tax returns for others, and from representing
custoners before the Internal Revenue Service;

IT 1S FURTHER ORDERED, ADJUDGED AND DECREED that
defendant David M O Bryant and his representatives, agents,
servants, enpl oyees, attorneys, independent contractors, and anyone
in active concert or participation wth him directly or

indirectly, are hereby permanently enjoined from
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(1) engaging in any conduct subject to penalty under 26
U . S.C. 86694, including preparing any part of a return or claimfor
refund that includes an wunrealistic position or a wllful
under st at ement of tax;

(2) engaging in any conduct subject to penalty under 26
U S. C 86695(g), including failing to be diligent in determ ning
eligibility for the earned inconme tax credit;

(3) acting as a federal inconme tax return preparer;

(4) engaging in any conduct that interferes wth the
adm ni stration and enforcenent of the internal revenue | aws; and

(5) engaging in conduct subject to penalty under 26 U S. C
86701, 1i.e., assisting others in the preparation of any tax
returns, fornms, or other docunents to be used in connection wth
any material matter arising under the internal revenue |aws and
whi ch they know will (if so used) result in the understatenent of
inconme tax liability.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED, ADJUDGED AND DECREED that
defendant David M O Bryant shall, wthin thirty (30) days of the
date of this judgnent,

(1) contact all persons and entities for whomhe prepared any
federal income tax returns or other tax-related docunents after
January 1, 2002, and inform those persons and entities of the
Court’s findings and of the entry of this permanent injunction

agai nst hinm and
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(2) provide to counsel for the United States a list of the
nanmes, addresses, e-nmail addresses, phone nunbers and Soci al
Security nunbers of all persons and entities for whom O Bryant
prepared or hel ped to prepare any tax-rel ated docunents, including
clainms for refund or tax returns, since January 1, 2002.

T IS FURTHER ORDERED, ADJUDGED AND DECREED that the
United States nay engage in post-judgnent discovery to insure

conpliance wth this permanent injunction.
