1.	 All of the bovine meat exported to Peru is originally from Australia. Before being imported 
to the United States, it has met the sanitary requirements demanded in Australia. 

2.	 The country of origin is free of Foot and Mouth Disease (FMD), Bovine Pest and Bovine 
Spongiform Encephalopathy (BSE).

 
3.  The United States is free of Foot and Mouth Disease (FMD) and Bovine Pest.
 
4. The facility, where the bovine meat has been stored, is located in an area where there have 

not been epidemic outbreaks caused by infectious and contagious illnesses that may affect 
the species. 

 
5. The meat has been vacuum-sealed. The official inspection and the slaughterhouse of 
     Australian origin are identified. 
 
6. The meat is fit for human consumption. 
 
7. The meat is packaged in drip-proof containers that indicate the date of packing. 
 
8. 	The means of transport, handling and loading conditions meet the hygiene requirements
