agtivities, sud we belizve that Phofent Safe Childliood will both incregse fdhst thie mimbsy of
investigations and prosecirions, and produce: efficiencies and improvements fhmugh coordination.
Nonstheless, these hmnous sritinal ctcﬁvities are on the rise.



To help ensure thal mirors are not being used to produce what is marke{f,d to be adalt
pornography, the Director of the PBI should implemant promptly the FBD's plan to conduct
warrantless adminisirative mspﬂct&ons to verify that addlt-pornography producers are complying
with the resord-keeping requiretnents of the Child Protection and Obscenity Enforcement Act of
1988 (18 1J.8.C. 2257). Such mspﬁcﬁons stiould beginy as soon. as possible.

Thave directed the Assistent Attomey Gengral for Legal Policy to cﬁnv&nazﬁ'weskmg, gmﬁgy.of
experts within e Department to exarine the issue of data refettion in congultation with mdu:;tgy and
to provide me with proposed reeommiendations. Ilook forward to-sesing thase recommeiidations by
May 26, and moving forward an this impostant fssue, ; o

6. Legislation

The Department assisted in the development of many provisions in FLE. 4472, the -
Children’s Safaty and Vialent Ctime Reduction Act 6f 2006, whith has passed the House and -
remaing pending inthe Senate. The bill contains several provisions that will-support oue effors to
combat child pornography and improve-the effactivensss of sex offender registrition. The |
Department also recently developed, imd clearsd through the.Qffics of Managerosnt and Budget, a
few more legislative proposals that, among other things, are designed 10 ¢nsuse that sfectronic
