Terms and Definitions for AmeriCorps*State

The terms used specifically within this section profiling performance in the AmeriCorps*State
program are defined below.

AmeriCorps*State. Three-fourths of AmeriCorps*State and National funds go to the states, where
governor-appointed state service commissions manage their use. A population-based formula allotment
determines the distribution of approximately one-half of these Federal funds going to the states. A
national competitive process for proposals submitted by the State Commissions governs how to distribute
the balance. AmeriCorps*State grantees include local offices of Habitat for Humanity, the American
Red Cross, and the National Association for Community Health Centers, as well as many small faith-
based and community organizations. AmeriCorps*State members engage in direct service, capacity
building, and volunteer mobilization activities in the communities in which they serve. These activities
include tutoring and mentoring youth, building affordable housing, cleaning parks and streams, operating
after-school programs, and helping communities respond to disasters. Members serve either full- or part-
time for terms typically lasting between 10 and 12 months.

Competitive Funding. Competitive funds are awarded to state service commissions on a competitive
basis to fund local non-profit and public entities operating local community service projects. Competitive
funding makes up approximately 40% of AmeriCorps*State and National Funding.!

Completion Rates. The number of members who complete their term of service during a given fiscal
year.

Education Award. After successfully completing a term of service, AmeriCorps members who are
enrolled in the National Service Trust are eligible to receive an education award. The education award
can be used to pay education costs at qualified institutions of higher education or training, or to repay
qualified student loans. The award currently is $4,725 for a year of full-time service, with correspondingly
lesser awards for half-time and reduced half-time service. A member has up to seven years after his or
her term of service has ended to use the award.

Education Award Usage. Education award usage is generated from the National Service Trust and
represents, for members in a state, the total amount of awards used within the seven-year eligibility
period divided by the total amount of awards earned.

Enrollment. Enrollment data were taken from the National Service Trust and represent the number of
enrolled AmeriCorps members who began their term of service during a given fiscal year. Enrollment
refers to the number of actual enrolled AmeriCorps members—in past years, the Corporation has
reported on the number of budgeted slots for members, not actual enrollments. Programs thus may
have additional, unfilled slots not reflected in these data.

Enrollment Pause. During fiscal year 2002, the Corporation approved national service positions in
excess of the number of budgeted slots. In November 2002 the Corporation temporarily suspended the
ability of its grantees to enroll members into national service positions until final Congressional action
on the Corporation’s appropriations for fiscal 2003. This suspension is referred to as the “enrollment
pause,” and it prevented AmeriCorps-sponsored projects and programs from enrolling any members
for a period of four months.

Fill Rate. The fill rate reflects the grantees’ ability to fill their awarded “slots” with AmeriCorps members.
Administrative records keep track of every member who enrolled in a program, regardless whether
these members leave prior to completing their term of service. Since the system does not un-enroll
members, and may refill a slot if a member leaves during his or her term of service, a fill rate can
eventually go above 100%. For example, Program X is allocated 100 slots, and fills them. Its fill rate is
currently 100%. Two months later, 10 members leave Program X. The program refills their slots with
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10 new members. Program X’s fill rate is now 110%. Prior to 2003, programs had considerable latitude
(up to 20%) in filling vacated slots; however, the Trust is not obligated to pay the education award of
members who leave prior to the end of their term of service without cause. During the enrollment
pause of 2003, the Corporation instituted a new policy in which programs could not refill program
slots. The Corporation is currently considering several methods to calculate fill rates.

Formula Funding. Formula funds are distributed based on a population-based formula to governor-
appointed state service commissions, which in turn make grants to local and public agencies. Formula
funding makes up approximately one third of AmeriCorps*State and National grant funds. Award
information in this report has been taken from Grantsbase and eGrants and is continually updated to
reflect the most current award status.

Grantee Progress Report (GPR). Accomplishment data are submitted by individual programs to
State Commissions and National Parent Organizations in Annual Progress Reports (APRs). State
Commissions and National Parent Organizations analyze the APR data and prepare a GPR, which is
submitted to the Corporation annually.?

Matching Funds. By statute all AmeriCorps*State and National dollars must be matched by grantees.3
Grantees are required to raise a minimum of a 15% non-federal cash match for the AmeriCorps member
living allowances and other member support costs, and at least 33% for all other operating costs. The
match for operating costs can be either cash or in-kind and can be from private, local, state, or other non-
Corporation federal resources (if the rules governing those other federal funds permit it). For purposes of
reporting in this document, the matching funds have been combined to reflect an overall match.

Member. “Member” is a term used to describe AmeriCorps participants. Most members receive a living
allowance or other benefits as part of their enrollment in AmeriCorps. Upon successful completion of
a term of service, members are eligible to receive an education award.* In AmeriCorps, members are
distinct from wolunteers, the latter of whom do not receive financial compensation for participating in
service programs.’

National Service Trust (The Trust). Established by the National and Community Service Trust Act
of 1993 (42 USC 12601, et. seq.), the National Service Trust provides funds for education awards for
eligible participants who complete service under AmeriCorps. The Trust consists of amounts appropriated
to the Corporation, interest earned, and the proceeds for the sale or redemption of Trust investments.
Under the Trust Act, funds are available to:

Repay qualified student loans

Pay educational expenses at an institution of higher education

Pay expenses incurred through an approved school-to-work program
Repay eligible interest expense

The value of any education award depends upon the length of service performed by an AmeriCorps
member. A full term of service constitutes at least 1,700 hours of service per program year and entitles
the member to the full education award of $4,725. Completlon of a half-time term, requiring a minimum
of 900 hours of service, entitles the member to exactly half of the full education award. Reduced half-
time, minimum-time, and quarter-time terms are also offered. Education awards earned by AmeriCorps
members are available to be used for seven years from the end of the term of service.

Number of Volunteers Generated by AmeriCorps*State and National Members. In each state,
AmeriCorps programs recruit community volunteers to work with enrolled members or the sponsoring
organization in conjunction with their program. Community volunteers in AmeriCorps receive no
financial compensation for their volunteering.
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Performance Highlights. Performance highlight data for AmeriCorps*State were reported by State
Commissions on their Grantee Progress Reports (GPR) via the Corporation’s Web Based Reporting
System (WBRS). Accomplishment data are submitted by individual programs to State Commissions in
Annual Progress Reports (APR). State Commissions analyze the APR data and prepare a GPR, which
is submitted to the Corporation annually. The performance data in this report highlight only a few of
the efforts by each State Commission to meet local community needs, and reflect accomplishments as

of September 30, 2003.

Program Year. In AmeriCorps*State and National, programs generally begin in the fall and end during
the following summer. Thus, the program year generally corresponds to the fiscal year. For this report,
program year 2002-2003 spans October 1, 2002 through September 30, 2003, and reflects fiscal year
2003.

State Administrative Standards. The State Administrative Standards (SAS) Review assures that
commissions are carrying out their functions, and that adequate systems are in place for accountability.
There are eleven standards with 127 elements. Six of these elements are considered critical because they are
essential to commission operations. Failure to meet one or more of these elements indicates an inadequate
program or financial management system. The six core elements are:

B Does the commission have adequate site visit tools to monitor its Corporation-funded programs?

B Does the commission have a financial management system for its direct award expenditures that
adequately segregates the costs and documents the match?

B Does the commission have or follow written policies and procedures that relate to time and effort
distribution of personnel to commission direct grants?

B Do the Financial Status Reports (FSRs) correspond to the commission’s internal accounting?
B Does the commission have adequate documentation to support its administrative match expenditures?

B By the end of the commission’s last fiscal year, did the commission meet the required administrative
match on the amount of funds expensed to the Corporation?

Because the evaluation of these core elements is distinct, a state may pass the six Core Elements (“yes”)
component of the SAS, but not pass all of the remaining 121 items. The percentage for Passing State
Administrative Standards equals the percentage of the 127 items for which the state met the standards.
That is, if a state receives 100%, then it met the standard for all 127 items. In this report, the SAS passing
rates reflect the most up-to-date pass-fail rates available at the time of publication.

Trust Service Award Liability. The Trust service award liability represents unpaid earned, and expected
to be earned, education awards and eligible interest forbearance costs, which are expected to be used.
These amounts relate to participants who have completed service or are currently enrolled in the
program and are expected to earn an award.

Web Based Reporting System (WBRS). An online data system that is used to report member
enrollment and end-of-term data for the majority of State Service Commissions and all National
Direct grantees. Both grantees and their sub-grantees have access to WBRS for reporting on their
performance. The performance data from WBRS used in this report are self-reported to AmeriCorps
by State Commissions.
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Data Sources for AmeriCorps*State

Data in this section of the report were drawn from Corporation data systems, including eSpan,
eGrants, Grantsbase, and WBRS. Performance Highlights in this section of the report are based on
subgrantee self-reports. These reports are then compiled by the State grantees, and subsequently submitted
to the Corporation in the annual Grantee Progress Reports (GPRs). Performance Highlights for each
state profile were compiled directly from performance narratives in the GPRs. Because of the length
of these reports, the original narratives have not been included in the Appendix. Other information
contained in each state profile, however, such as the fill rate, completion rate, and funding details, have
been compiled in an AmeriCorps*State data table in the Appendix.

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Terms and Definitions for AmeriCorps*National Direct

AmeriCorps National Direct Grantees listed in this section represent organizations receiving National
Direct funding from the Corporation and only reflects the National Direct Awards and the members and
programs that these funds supported. Some organizations listed (as well as other organizations not included
in this report) may have received other forms of national funding through the Corporation, including
Education Award Only funds, National Homeland Security Funds, and Promise Fellow Funds.

The terms used specifically within this section profiling performance for AmeriCorps*National Direct
are defined below.

AmeriCorps*National Up to one-third of the federal funds for AmeriCorps*State and National
programs is reserved for regional and national nonprofit organizations that offer service activi-
ties in more than one state. These AmenCorps National grantees receive their awards directly
from the Corporation on a competitive basis. AmeriCorps*National grantees include national
groups like Habitat for Humanity, the American Red Cross, and Save the Children Foundation.
AmeriCorps*National members engage in direct service, capacity building, and volunteer mobiliza-
tion activities in the communities in which they serve. These activities include tutoring and mentoring
youth, building affordable housing, cleaning parks and streams, operating after-school programs, and
helping communities respond to disasters. Members serve either full- or part-time for terms typically
lasting between 10 and 12 months.

Completion Rates. The number of members who complete their term of service during a given fiscal
year.

Education Award. After successfully completing a term of service, AmeriCorps members who are
enrolled in the National Service Trust are eligible to receive an education award. The education award can
be used to pay education costs at qualified institutions of higher education or training, or to repay qualified
student loans. The award currently is $4,725 for a year of full-time service, with correspondingly lesser
awards for half-time and reduced half-time service. A member has up to seven years after his or her
term of service has ended to claim the award.

Enrollment. Enrollment data were taken from the National Service Trust and represent the number
of enrolled AmeriCorps members who began their term of service during a given fiscal year. This term
refers to the number of actual enrolled AmeriCorps members—in past years, the Corporation has
reported on the number of budgeted slots for members, not actual enrollments. Programs thus may
have additional, unfilled slots not reflected in these data.

Enrollment Pause. During fiscal year 2002, the Corporation approved national service positions in
excess of the number of budgeted slots. In November 2002 the Corporation temporarily suspended the
ability of its grantees to enroll members into national service positions until final Congressional action
on the Corporation’s appropriations for fiscal 2003. This suspension is referred to as the “enrollment
pause,” and it prevented AmeriCorps-sponsored projects and programs from enrolling any members
for a period of four months.

Fill Rate. The fill rate reflects the grantees’ ability to fill their awarded “slots” with AmeriCorps members.
Administrative records keep track of every member who enrolled in a program, regardless whether
these members leave prior to completing their term of service. Since the system does not un-enroll
members, and may refill a slot if a member leaves during his or her term of service, a fill rate can eventually
go above 100%. For example, Program X is allocated 100 slots, and fills them. Its fill rate is currently
100%. Two months later, 10 members leave Program X. The program refills their slots with 10 new
members. Program Xs fill rate is now 110%. Prior to 2003, programs had considerable latitude (up
to 20%) in filling vacated slots; however, the Trust is not obligated to pay the education award of mem-
bers who leave prior the end of their term of service without cause. During the enrollment pause of
2003, the Corporation instituted a new policy in which programs could not refill program slots. The
Corporation is currently considering several methods to calculate fill rates.

Matching Funds. By statute all AmeriCorps*State and National dollars must be matched by grant-
ees. Grantees are required to raise a minimum of a 15% non-federal cash match for the AmeriCorps
member living allowances and other member support costs, and at least 33% for all other operating
costs. The match for operating costs can be either cash or in-kind and can be from private, local, state,
or other non-Corporation federal resources (if the rules governing those other federal funds permit
it). For purposes of reporting in this document, the matching funds have been combined to reflect an
overall match.

Member. “Member” is a term used to describe AmeriCorps participants. Most members receive a living
allowance or other benefits as part of their enrollment in AmeriCorps. Upon successful completion of
a term of service, members are eligible to receive an education award.! In AmeriCorps, members are
distinct from volunteers, the latter of whom do not receive financial compensation for participating in
service programs.?

National Service Trust (The Trust). Established by the National and Community Service Trust Act
of 1993 (42 USC 12601, et. seq.), the National Service Trust provides funds for education awards for
eligible participants who complete service under AmeriCorps. The Trust consists of amounts appropriated
to the Corporation, interest earned, and the proceeds for the sale or redemption of Trust investments.
Under the Trust Act, funds are available to:

M Repay qualified student loans

M Pay educational expenses at an institution of higher education

M Pay expenses incurred through an approved school-to-work program
M Repay eligible interest expense

The value of any education award depends upon the length of service performed by an AmeriCorps
member. A full term of service constitutes at least 1,700 hours of service per program year and entitles
the member to the full education award of $4,725. Completlon of a half-time term, requiring a minimum
of 900 hours of service, entitles the member to exactly half of the full education award. Reduced half-
time, minimum-time, and quarter-time terms are also offered. Education awards earned by AmeriCorps
members are available to be used for seven years from the end of the term of service.

Number of Volunteers Generated by AmeriCorps*State and National Members. In each state,
AmeriCorps programs recruit community volunteers to work with enrolled members or the sponsor-
ing organization in conjunction with their program. Community volunteers in AmeriCorps receive no
financial compensation for their volunteering.

Program Year. In AmeriCorps*State and National, programs generally begin in the fall and end during the
following summer. Thus, the program year generally corresponds to the fiscal year. For this report, program

year 2002-2003 spans October 1, 2002 through September 30, 2003, and reflects fiscal year 2003.

Trust Service Award Liability. The Trust service award liability represents unpaid earned, and expected-
to-be-earned education awards and eligible interest forbearance costs, which are expected to be used.
These amounts relate to participants who have completed service or are currently enrolled in the
program and are expected to earn an award.

Web Based Reporting System (WBRS). An online data system that is used to report member
enrollment and end-of-term data for the majority of State Service Commissions and all National
Direct grantees. Both grantees and their sub-grantees have access to WBRS for reporting on their
performance. The performance data from WBRS used in this report are self-reported to AmeriCorps
by State Commissions.

AmeriCorps*VISTA (Volunteers in Service to America). A full-time, national service program for
men and women ages 18 and older who are interested in developing lasting solutions to the problems
of poverty in America. The role of AmeriCorps*VISTA members is to mobilize community resources
and increase the capacity of low-income communities to solve local problems. Members serve in non-
profit community and faith-based organizations and agencies to help develop permanent infrastructure
that aids and expands services, and strengthens local programs.

Assignments and Enrollment: Assignments include VISTA members who are enrolled in the Education
Trust in order to receive an education award at the successful completion of service as well as those who
have chosen not to receive an education award. For those VISTAs enrolled in the trust, enroliment data
were taken from the National Service Trust and represent the number of enrolled AmeriCorps members
who began their term of service during a given fiscal year. This term refers to the number of actual
enrolled AmeriCorps members—in past years, the Corporation has reported on the number of budgeted
slots for members, not actual enrollments.

The Trust consists of amounts appropriated
to the Corporation, interest earned, and the proceeds for the sale or redemption of Trust investments.

The value of any education award depends upon the length of service performed by an AmeriCorps

member. A full term of service constitutes at least 1,700 hours of service per program year and entitles
the member to the full education award of $4,725. Complet1on of a half-time term, requiring a minimum
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of 900 hours of service, entitles the member to exactly half of the full education award. Reduced half-
time, minimum-time, and quarter-time terms are also offered. Education awards earned by AmeriCorps
members are available to be used for seven years from the end of the term of service.

Trust Service Award Liability. The Trust service award liability represents unpaid earned, and expected-
to-be-earned education awards and eligible interest forbearance costs, which are expected to be used.
These amounts relate to participants who have completed service or are currently enrolled in the
program and are expected to earn an award.

Volunteer Service Year (VSY). A Volunteer Service Year (VSY) in AmeriCorps*VISTA equals one
full year of service (365 days).

Modeled after the Civilian Conservation
Corps and the United States military, the AmeriCorps*NCCC is a ten-month, full-time, team-based
residential program for men and women ages 18 to 24. The mission of the program is to strengthen
communities and develop leaders through team-based national and community service. There are
five regional AmeriCorps*NCCC campuses: Perry Point, Maryland (Northeast); Washington, DC
(Capital); Charleston, South Carolina (Southeast); Denver, Colorado (Central); and Sacramento,
California (Western).
