(4) Euro area (EA) refers to European Union member countries that have adopted the euro as a common currency. The composition
of the euro area has changed over the years. As the euro area expands, data for new member countries are linked into this
moving coverage series. Thus, the euro area rate changes its geographical coverage according to the composition of the euro
area during the period to which the data refer. The harmonized unemployment rate for this group for January 2008 onward is the
population-weighted average for the following 15 countries: Austria, Belgium, Cyprus, Finland, France, Germany, Greece,
Ireland, Italy, Luxembourg, Malta, the Netherlands, Portugal, Slovenia, and Spain. For analytical purposes, Eurostat also makes
available historical series covering all the current euro area countries.

(5) Prior to 1998, data refer to the spring of each year.

NOTES
The Bureau of Labor Statistics (BLS) has not adjusted these data to reflect U.S. labor force concepts.
