Excluded are
premium pay for overtime, vacations, and holidays; nonproduction bonuses; and tips.
The mean is computed by totaling the pay of all workers and dividing by the number
of workers, weighed by hours.

2 Therelative standard error (RSE) is the standard error expressed as a percent of
the estimate. It can be used to calculate a "confidence interval" around a sample
estimate. For more information about RSES, see appendix A.

3 Mean weekly hours are the hours an employee is scheduled to work in aweek,
exclusive of overtime.

Employees are classified as working either afull-time or a part-time schedule
based on the definition used by each establishment. Union workers are those whose
wages are determined through collective bargaining. Wages of time workers are based
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solely on hourly rate or salary; incentive workers are those whose wages are at |east
partially based on productivity payments such as piece rates, commissions, and
production bonuses.

5 A classification system including about 800 individual occupationsis used to
cover all workersin the civilian economy.

for private industry only. Industries are determined by the 2002 North American
Industry Classification System (NAICS).
