Lighting Fires
Lightning-caused fires that were suppressed due to factors such as proximity to park
boundary, unacceptable smoke impacts, unacceptable weather conditions, or
competition for firefighting resources regionally or nationally. In 2002, there were 6 of
these fires totaling 10.9 acres. (Fire names: Lonepine, Coffee, Zumwalt, Colony,
Generds, and Y ucca)
Human-Caused Wildfires
Unplanned and unwanted fires that were aggressively suppressed. In 2002, there were
14 human-caused fires totaling 24.2 acres. (Fire names: Crystal, River, Potwisha,
Sewer, Big Five, Cold Springs, Bubbs Creek, Lilac, Quarry, Bridge, Panther, Rock
Creek, Rec Hall, and Wuksachi)

Prescribed Fires (1,850 acres)
Fires planned and set by NPS staff in designated areas to reduce hazardous fuels and/or restore

natural conditions.
