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GSA, DOE Establishing a Basic Ordering Agreement For
Commercial Purchase of 100- to 2,000-Ton Centrifugal and
Rotary Screw Water-Chillers

Through the cooperative efforts of the Department of Energy and the General Services Administration, a Basic Ordering Agreement
(BOA) to simplify procurement of chillersfor cooling applications by Federal agenciesisbeing established. Thisfirst-of-a-kind and cost-
saving procurement vehicle for acquiring major industrial equipment is a cooperative approach that advances energy efficiency, strato-
spheric ozone layer protection, and procurement streamlining goal called for in law and Executive Orders.

Use of the BOA s linked with a Developed Equipment Specification (DOE) for 100 to 2,000-ton Commercialy Available Centrifugal
and Rotary Screw Water-Chilling Packages to serve as the underlying technical documentation for the procurement process. A construc-
tive partnership with industry involving the five major domestic vendors that produce large-tonnage water-cooled chillers has been an
integral part of this effort. The specification includes energy efficient criteria consistent with the requirements of Section 161 of the
Energy Policy Act of 1992 and Executive Order 12902, which direct Federal agencies to purchase products in the upper 25% of energy
and water efficiency. It also stipulates competitive award based on the uniform application of Federal life-cycle cost (LCC) evaluation
methods and inputs, which saves the government more money in the long run than buying chillers on the basis of lowest initial cost. The
specification iswritten broadly enough to allow agenciesto purchase chillers meeting their site-specific requirements.

The Basic Ordering Agreement went into effect November 15, 1996.

Staffing. The Contractor provides a staff under the terms of the

contract which includes a full-time Project Manager with at least
3 years of experience in similar household goods brokerage ser-
vice management; full-time customer service representatives/
counselors who have at least 1-full year similar experience in
arranging first proviso move management services; and claims
personnel experienced in intrastate, interstate, American off-
shore, and international household goods claims preparation, fil-
ing and adjudication. The claims person(s) must have at least 1
full year of experiencein the review and settlement of household
goods claims.

Optional Services. If requested by the employing Federa
agency, and at an additional cost, the Contractor will provide on-
site quality control personnel at origin and destination to conduct
inspection service of the carrier performance. Such inspection
service includes, but is not limited to, inventory coding verifica-
tion; proper packing, crating, and wrapping materials and tech-
niques; equipment and personnd suitability; article servicing and
disassembly; and appropriate protection for the residence and
adjacent real property.

Compensation. The employing Federal agency shall pay the
Contractor afee for each shipment as defined as abasic move. A

basic move for a domestic shipment is defined as one surface
shipment of household goods. A basic move for an international
and offshore shipment is defined as one surface shipment of
household goods, one unaccompanied air baggage shipment, and
one vehicle shipment. The Government shall also pay the Con-
tractor afee for each shipment in addition to those as defined as
comprising the basic move. For example, for a domestic reloca-
tion composed of the basic move and two additional shipments
for the same shipper, the sum of the basic move and the additional
shipmentsis three.

Thefee for the additional shipment isthen computed by dividing
one (1) by three (3), or 33.3% of the fee per move for each addi-
tional shipment. The feesfor the current period of April 1, 1996,
through March 31, 1997, are as follows. Basic move domestic -
$173, and Basic Move for International and Offshore - $192.

Payments should be made by the agency, contingent upon written
certification by the Contractor on theinvoice that certain services
have been performed and any and all remaining services will be
performed and compl eted according to the terms of the contract.

Federal Disposal System (FEDS): Making It Better

Many of our customers know what FEDS is. They know it isthe
Federal Supply Service (FSS) computer system that tracks and
controls the movement of excess and surplus personal property
through the disposal cycle. However, they may not know the
extent to which FEDS is a system driven by customer require-
ments.

FEDS began in 1975 primarily as an internal system to be used
by FSS in the management of the personal property program. It
was referred to as FSS-23. At that time, customers desiring
excess and surplus property would present their requirements to
regional property managers and/or area utilization officers
(AUOs). They inturn would manually review FSS-23 hard copy
reports for matching and available equipment.  Some customers
advised that they wished to assist FSS in matching their require-
ments to available property. FSS responded by providing cus-
tomers hard copies of FSS-23 generated reports. When
customers then complained that paper copies were cumbersome,
we provided microfiche copies of the reports.

More and more, computers became part of the everyday work
environment for Federal employees. Customers then requested
electronic access to the FSS nationwide inventory of excess and
surplus property. FSS responded in the 1980s by adding a prop-
erty module (Section C) to MUFFIN (Multi-Use File for Inter-
agency News). In 1993, we changed the name from FSS-23 to
FEDSto stressthe importance of building the system around cus-
tomer requirements. In April 1995, when customers asked for
automated transfer requests to replace the manual completion of
standard forms, we added a data base to our flat files and imple-
mented SCREEN (Screen by Computer and Request Excess by
Electronic Notification). In response to recent requests for
improvement, we have implemented the foll owing enhancements
to SCREEN:

1. Make the system more user friendly.

--- Screens have been redesigned and reformatted. Screens con-
tinue to be in a blue on white format. However, areverse video
feature (black space) shows where an entry is required and data
displays are highlighted in white.

--- The option bar now requires only a one letter entry in lieu of
one word. For example, “Q” instead of “QUIT” or “NP” rather
than “NEXT PAGE”. “S’ rather than “STOP”.

--- The Activity Address Code (AAC) is no longer a required
entry. After theinitial freeze and user entry of the 6-digit code,
the system automatically displays the AAC when doing a freeze.
This 6-digit code is based on the customers access code.

--- Activities may now call up a screen displaying all of their
pending freezes and select freezes they want to drop in lieu of
waiting for the system to drop the freezein 15 days.

2. Allow additional ways to search the nationwide inventory of
excess and surplus property.

We added the following search criteria:

--- All Civilian Agencies
--- One Civilian Agency
--- Activity Address Code
--- Surplus Release Date

Customers continue to provide us with suggestions for the
improvement of FEDS/SCREEN. Accordingly, we are working
on such enhancements as the creation of multiline freezes and the
placement of SCREEN on the Internet. Look to future articles of
MarkeTips for an implementation status of these and other
enhancements.

The Question Is:. Will Your Computers Run In the Year 20007?

Some of the most important computer software used in government and industry may not work correctly starting in the year 2000 because
it can only use single years or decades in performing calculations; it will not be able to recognize a change to the new century. Most
computer systems represent dates in the format MMDDY'Y, where 12/31/95 represents December 31, 1995. The century is not repre-
sented in the date and we simply assume that 12/31/95 refersto adate in the twentieth century. Problems arise when the century changes.
Subtracting 12/31/95 from 12/31/05 to determine someone's age for example, does not produce the correct answer of 10. It actually pro-
duces aresult of -90. Benefits-paying agencies like the Social Security Administration and the Internal Revenue Service, logistics and
communications applicationsin the Department of Defense, and scheduling and forecasting computer software used by agencieslike the
Department of Transportation (e.g., air traffic, railroads) are some examples of potential problems that agencies face unless the problem
with their softwareis corrected.

Not restricted to only mainframe computers, Year 2000 problems can occur with local area networks (LANS), personal computers (PCs)
and even telecommunications systems like private branch exchanges (PBXs) because they all depend upon software. Even some of the
most commonly used software used for PC applications will suffer from the same "Year 2000" problem unless upgraded to Year 2000
compliant versions.

What makes this Year 2000 issue such a challenge is its sheer size. Dates are everywhere in computer systems and software. Neither
industry nor the Federal government has yet definitively identified the scope of this situation. However, estimates as high as $30 billion
are projected to fix the problem for Federal agencies.

Most government and private sector organizations are just beginning to address the issue. In the Federal arena, the General Services
Administration has partnered with some other agencies through an Office of Management and Budget sponsored Year 2000 | nteragency
Committee led by the Social Security Administration. Thisisan effort to gaugeits size and take the first steps toward addressing the Year
2000 problem. In concert with that working group, GSA has aready begun an awareness campaign to bring this issue to the attention of
the Federal community. Moreover, GSA has been helping to facilitate the government-wide activities of the interagency committee by
meeting with industry to better define the scope of the issue.

GSA'scurrent stepsto promote " Year 2000" awareness include supporting theYear 2000 I nteragency committee, and alerting the Federal
community through GSA publications such asthe IT News etter which serves the community of Federal information professionals. GSA
also developed aYear 2000 "Home Page" ontheInternet (http//:www.itpolicy.gsa.gov) to facilitate agencies accessto avariety of sources
of "Year 2000" information. Also, GSA isexploring use of the Schedulesto identify Year 2000 compliant products. Finally, GSA isdevel-
oping a clause for use by agencies in awarding information technology contracts to ensure Year 2000 compliance.

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“WindowsAre Open” tothe DLSC’'s CD-ROM Future

The Defense Logistics Services Center (DL SC) isopening anew
window in its CD-ROM product offering and development capa-
bility by introducing Windows versions of itsinternally produced
Federal Logistics Information System (FLI1S) publications. The
major FLIS products, Federal Logistics Data on Compact Disc
(FED LOG) and Expanded Medical Catalog (MEDCAT-X) have
had contractor-developed Windows versions for some time. All
other products have operated only in the DOS environment.

DLSC released FED LOG in 1992 and its first internally devel-
oped CD publication in 1994. DLSC is now one of the world’s
largest producers of CDs, distributing more than 1.1 million
discs, annualy. This distribution covers 14 separate products,
each with a unique combination of data elements and search
capabilities for various users.

Our work in devel oping and marketing these products has shown
that Windows is the environment of choice for many customers.
They like the convenience of starting sessions from iconsinstead
of going to the DOS prompt, and doing tasks with the click of a
mouse rather than using function keys.

By lowering prices, FSS responds to the needs of agencies who
until now, under constraint by budgetary restrictions, felt that
they could not afford to use recycled copier paper, because of the
higher cost.

In addition, reluctant buyers who may have felt that recycled
papers appearance did not meet their standards, or who felt that
the recycling process left contaminants or other harmful waste
that would contribute to machine jams, have only to look at |abo-
ratory test results and recycled copier papers’ several years expe-
riencein high speed presses for assurance of the papers’ ability to
perform as well -- and have an appearance as good as - virgin
paper.

Laboratory tests conducted in the GSA Lab in San Francisco
proved conclusively, that there is complete parity in quality
between recycled and virgin copier paper. FSS copy paper had
fewer contaminants, reflected 84 levels in brightness (The Joint
Committee on Printing [JCP] standard callsfor only 83) and mea-
sured thicker than virgin paper. (Thicker paper jams less fre-
quently than thin paper). “On press’ testing in high-speed
printers revealed that FSS paper had fewer jams than the private
sector paper.

Recycled paper samples of three national brands, Hammermill,
Mead and Xerox -- were tested against virgin samplesfrom those
same mills, aswell as against "generic" virgin paper marketed by
Staples and Office Depot.

The FSSrecycled papers ranked within 1 percentage point of vir-
gin paper in both opacity and brightness. In some cases, the recy-
cled samples actually exceeded the opacity and brightness of the
virgin papers: in the case of Office Depot's unbranded virgin
paper, by some eight full percentage pointsin opacity. In other

words, FSS recycled paper proved to be significantly superior to
the virgin paper of aleading discount chain!
