The Services Acquisition Center is pleased to offer Federal agen-
cies another tool in managing their payments and petty cash
drawers. We now have in effect aMultiple Award, Federal Sup-
ply Schedule, covering Industrial Group 609, Third Party Pay-
ment System Services (TPPS). Theschedule contract period runs
from November 1, 1996 through October 31, 2001.

The TPPSisaprocessthat allows agenciesto select avendor who
will establish a system that allows the agency to issue payment
instruments rather than disburse cash or issue a Treasury check.
The payment instrument looks like a check and can be personal-
ized for each agency. Oncethe payment instrumentisissueditis
processed through the banking system and eventually reachesthe
TPPS vendor’s account. At this point the vendor will make the
payment and inform the agency that the payment instrument has
cleared. Oncethe payment instrument has cleared agenciesreim-
burse the vendor for the value of the payment instrument. All
other fees are paid on a monthly basis.

This system gives agencies another tool in minimizing the
amount of cash they must keep on hand while improving their
ability to audit the records of their expenditures. All you haveto
doisissue a payment instrument that is processed like any other
check, eliminating the need to issue cash. Y ou aso get the pay-
ment instruments back and the vendors provide monthly records
for each customer.

[ POSTPAYMENT AUDIT OF COMMERCIAL BILLS A

It is becoming more and more common for Federal agenciesto ship goods using commercial bills of lading and freight bills or
invoices, rather than on Government bills of lading. GSA is prepared to audit these commercial billsfor you.

Thereis no regulatory requirement that agencies submit commercial paperwork for postpayment audit (except for bills gener-
ated by cost-reimbursable contractors), as either the official who arranged the transportation or the disbursing officer is respon-
siblefor any error in the charges. However, GSA’s Office of Transportation Auditsis availableto provide a postpayment audit
of these documentsat no cost to your agency. Receiving your agency’ sdelegation of authority, will authorize GSA to perform
postpayment audit on paid documents covering transportation services, as well as on payments for such services under atrans-
portation contract.

And don’t forget, paid freight bills or invoices, commercial bills of lading, passenger coupons and supporting documentation
for transportation services purchased by cost-reimbursable contractors must be sent to GSA for postpayment audit (see41 CFR
101-41.807-4).
