Law Enforce-
ment  vehicles and vehicles located out-
side the 125+ metropolitan statistical 
areas are exempt from these mandates.

Automated
Screening of Excess 
Personal Property 
“Market in Place”

A pilot program entitled “Recycling Con-
trol Point (RCP)” has now begun at the 
Defense Reutilization and Marketing 
Office in Mechanicsburg, Pennsylvania.  
RCP is essentially an automated screening 
process of excess military depot stock, in 
which no-cost transfers of excess prop-
erty to Federal customers will occur with-
out prior physical inspection.  By 
decreasing the amount of movement of 
depot stock from its original storage 
point, DOD hopes this electronic “Market 
in Place” concept will enhance the 
accountability and overall visibility of 
their excess stocks.  In order to ensure the 
effectiveness of DOD's initiative (particu-
larly the accuracy of descriptive data), 
potential Federal transferees are encour-
aged to view regularly RCP property 
through FEDS, GSA's automated inven-
tory system of available excess property.  
Once Federal customers obtain the nec-
essary password from their respective 
National Utilization Officer, FEDS can be 
accessed at the following internet 
address:  www.fss.gsa.gov/prop-
erty.html

Weight Variance.   If  the actual shipment 
weight is greater than 115% of the pre-
move survey weight, the moving com-
pany must, prior to billing the Federal 
Agency,  notify the Responsible Transpor-
tation Officer (RTO) or his/her third party 
representative of the original weight of 
the shipment and be prepared to justify 
the difference.  If the moving company 
fails to provide this notification, the  
“agreed weight” under the  rule automat-
ically is 115% of the premove survey 
weight.   The rule also stipulates that the 
“agreed weight” of the shipment will be 
155% of the premove survey weight if the 
moving company fails to adequately jus-
tify the difference between the actual and 
premove survey weights.  The “agreed 
weight” takes precedence in these 
instances over the actual weight for 
assessing transportation, accessorial, and 
storage-in-transit charges if such charges 
are freight-based.

Household Goods 
Shipment Weight 

Discrepancies

The currently effective Request for Offers 
(RFO), 1997-98 edition, issued under GSA’s 
Centralized Household Goods Traffic 
Management Program (CHAMP), con-
tains a rule governing excessive weight 
estimates.  The rule, found at RFO para-
graph 2-6.12, provides Federal agency 
household goods shippers that experi-
ence a high cost estimate in connection 
with a premove survey an opportunity to 
challenge the estimate’s accuracy.  Fol-
lowing is an explanation of how the rule 
works.
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Transporting
 Privately Owned 

Vehicles
Did you know...

The General Services Administration 
amended the Federal Travel Regulation 
(FTR) effective March 22, 1997 (62 FR 
13794, March 21, 1997) to allow a Federal 
agency to authorize transportation of a 
privately owned vehicle (POV) in connec-
tion with the transfer of an employee 
within the Continental United States 
(CONUS).  The authority also applies to 
the assignment of a new appointee or 
student trainee residing within CONUS to 
his/her first CONUS official duty station.  
An agency may exercise the authority 
only when transportation of the POV is 
advantageous and, based on a cost com-
parison, cost-effective to the  Govern-
ment.  Once these two determinations 
have been made, the agency will pay 
costs associated with shipping the 
vehicle.

To better serve our customer agencies, 
GSA now solicits rate offers from carriers 
for POV shipment.  Under the currently 
effective Request for Offers (RFO), 1997-
98 edition, GSA solicits three categories of 
rates:  (1) Category 1:  vehicles less than 
300 cubic feet in physical measurement; 
(2) Category 2:  vehicles between 300 and 
800 cubic feet in physical measurement; 
and (3) Category 3:  vehicles exceeding 
800 cubic feet in physical measurement.  
Rates identified on the cost comparison 
cover preparation of the vehicle for ship-
ment, pickup at origin, transportation 
from origin to destination, delivery at final 
destination, and valuation insurance 
based on the vehicles current value.  The 
rates apply whether the POV is shipped  in 
the same van with the household goods 
or whether it is shipped independently of 
surface transportation of the household 
goods.

By calling this number, customers can 
access logistics information and cus-
tomer information specialists at inventory 
control points, the Defense Distribution 
Center, the Defense Logistics Information 
Service, the Defense Reutilization and 
Marketing Service, the Defense Contract 
Management Command, the Defense 
Automated Printing Service, and DLA Cor-
porate Administration offices. Customers 
can also access the National Imagery and 
Mapping Agency through this number 
since DLA is handling the distribution 
function for that activity. 

Once customers call the number, brief 
narratives direct customers to the correct 
organization. In some cases, customers 
can find what they need just by accessing 
the system’s  automated telephone/com-
puter technology. Customers will also 
always have the option to talk to a cus-
tomer information specialist. Customer 
information specialists are generally avail-
able from 0700 - 1700 Eastern Standard 
Time, Monday through Friday.  Weekend 
and after-hours emergencies are handled 
by Emergency Supply Operations Centers 
or Staff Duty Officers.

The Customer Support Network also links 
customers directly to the Defense Emer-
gency Supply Expert System, or DESEX, at 
inventory control points. This operates 24 

hours a day, 365 days per year. Through 
DESEX, customers can order, modify exist-
ing requisitions, check status of orders 
and check supply availability.

The customer will also realize sav-
ings by carrying a reduced inventory 
since they will be receiving material on a 
just-in-time basis.  Having scrap handling 
and other services available in the con-
tract will also help customers to reduce 
costs. 
  
The Shore Intermediate Maintenance 
Activity (SIMA) Norfolk, Norfolk Naval 
Shipyard, and Cherry Point Naval Aviation 
Depot are on line.  As of the beginning of 
July, approximately 150 orders have been 
processed.  Roll out to additional South-
east customers is in progress. Federal civil 
agencies are invited to participate. 

A RIS solicitation for the remaining 
regions of the continental United States 
was issued on May 6, 1998. Personnel 
from major military customers such as 
Tinker AFB and Puget Sound Naval Ship-
yard attended as did industry representa-
tives.
