The Department of DefenseÕs Air 
Mobility Command recently awarded 
a multiple award contract for
shipment of packages to and from the 
continental United States and
international locations as well as
lateral international routes.  The
contract, formally known as World 
Wide Express Small Package 
Delivery Service, provides for time 
deÞnite, door-to-door pick-up and 
delivery, transport, active tracking, 
and customs clearance of dutiable 
and non-dutiable documents and 
general commodities of up to 150 lbs.
