Commerce's Bureau of Industry and Security (BIS) relating to exports of agricultural 
commodities to Cuba for the most recent calendar quarter, April-June 2005, as required by the 
Trade Sanctions Reform and Export Enhancement Act of 2000 (TSRA) (Title 1X of Pi1b.L. 100- 
387). This report is required by Section 906(b) of TSRA.

For the reporting period, BIS received 57 notifications under License Exception 
Agricultural Comn~odities (AGR). All of these were approved, in an average processing limc 01' 
12 calendar days. BIS also processed and approved 10 export license applications for TSRA- 
eligible commodities to Cuba during the reporting period, in an average of 17 calendat- days. A 
chart illustrating this information is enclosed.
