Column 1  —  Report  t he shipments of  glass containers

in thousands of  gross and be sure to inc lude:

Quant it ies shipped to consignees

Shipments to milit ary  of f shore locat ions, post

exchanges, and ships'  stores

Shipments to A laska and Haw aii

Shipments to Puerto Rico

but  exclude:

Shipments of  purchased glass containers (i.e. resales)

b.  Production

Column 2  — Report  t he product ion of  glass containers

in thousands of  gross.

c.  Stocks, end of month, of glass containers

Column 3  — Report  t he stocks of  glass containers in

thousands of  gross.   Include all containers on hand at

your plant (s) at  t he end of  t he month.  Exclude imports

and stocks held by consignees.  The sum of  stocks on

hand at  t he end of  t he prev ious month plus product ion

during the current  month minus shipments during the

current  month should be equal t o stocks on hand at  t he

end of  t he current  month,  unless breakage or stock

adjustments have occurred.

Beer (item code 1250 ) — Containers designed for

bot t ling alcoholic beverages for mult iple-t rip and 

single-t rip use, including beer, ale, and porter.

Liquor (item code 1265 ) —  Containers designed for

bot t ling alcoholic beverages excluding w ines and malt

beverages, including such product s as brandies,

cordials,  gins,  rum, and dist illed spirit s.  

Ready to Drink Alcoholic Coolers and Cocktails (item 

code 1280 ) —  Containers designed for bot t ling

alcoholic single-serv ice premixed cocktails and liquor

coolers,  including malt  based and w ine based coolers.
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W ine (item code 1295 ) —  Containers designed for

bot t ling w ines, w hether sparkling or st ill,  and

champagnes and vermouths, excluding w ine coolers.
