(Please note that rider rates apply to single 

destination, local delivery orders only. Mailing costs, if incurred, will comprise an 

additional charge.) Field or regional activities should coordinate their requirements 

with their Washington, DC, area headquarters’ printing officers before submitting 

any paperwork.
