MILITARY PERSONNEL
ACTIVE AND RESERVE FORCES

These appropriations finance the personnel costs of the ac-
tive, reserve, and guard forces of the Army, Navy, Air Force,
and Marine Corps. They include pay and allowances of offi-
cers, enlisted personnel, cadets and midshipmen, permanent
change of station travel, inactive duty and active duty train-
ing, accruing retirement and health benefits, enlistment, reen-
listment and affiliation bonuses, special and incentive pays,
and other personnel costs. Over the past several years, signifi-
cant pay increases, coupled with new requirements to accrue
funds for future health benefits, have significantly increased
the requirements of these appropriations.

Included in these accounts is funding for a 3.1 percent
pay raise for military personnel. With this and other com-
pensation increases, military salaries will average more than
$42,000 for enlisted personnel and $82,000 for officers. Also
included are the amounts required to implement the items
contained in the Department of Defense’s (DOD’s) proposed
2006 Authorization Act, which will be submitted in support
of the 2006 President’s Budget.

The Ronald W. Reagan National Defense Authorization Act
for 2005 (P.L. 108-375) provided permanent, indefinite appro-
priations to finance the cost of Tricare benefits accrued by
uniformed service members. Previously, the military per-
sonnel accounts were required to pay the accrued costs, using
annual appropriations. Since these costs are actually borne
in support of DOD, they will be shown as part of the DOD
discretionary total. (A more detailed discussion of the budg-
etary classification of Tricare accruals is found in Budget
Systems and Concepts, Chapter 26 of the Analytical Perspec-
tives volume.) Ten new accounts corresponding to each of
the existing military personnel accounts have been created
to show the cost of these payments. Beginning in 2006, the
appropriations requested for the military personnel accounts
exclude funding to make the retiree health accrual payments.
Total obligations on behalf of military personnel include both
the amounts requested for appropriation and amounts paid
from the permanent, indefinite authority. The following sum-
mary table reflects the 2005 base military personnel appro-
priations without supplemental funding and the request for
2006 appropriation with the new accrual payments. Total
2006 military personnel requirements are $108.943 billion.

The Reserve Officers’ Training Corps program provides
training for reserve and regular officer candidates who have
enrolled in the course while attending a college at which
an ROTC unit has been established. College graduates who
satisfactorily complete the advanced course of the program
are commissioned and may be ordered to active duty for a
minimum of 3 years.

The Reserve Officers’ Training Corps Vitalization Act of
1964, as amended, authorizes a limited number of scholar-
ships for ROTC students on a competitive basis. Successful
candidates for the scholarships generally serve a minimum
period of 4 years on active duty upon graduation and appoint-
ment as a commissioned officer. A number of scholarship re-
cipients will fulfill their entire obligation in the Reserve com-
ponents.

The Armed Forces health professions scholarship program
provides a source of active duty commissioned officers for
the various health professions.

The Defense Environmental Restoration Program provides
for the identification, investigation, and cleanup of contamina-
tion resulting from past DOD activities. The Department has
21,214 sites that are response complete, leaving 6,827 active
sites at military installations and 2,233 active sites at for-
merly used DOD properties. For these remaining active sites,
DOD is engaged in either a study to determine the extent
of the contamination or the actual clean-up of the contamina-
tion.

The Department’s environmental restoration program is
funded by five separate environmental restoration accounts,
one for each military department, one for defense agencies
and one for formerly used DOD properties. The first four
accounts, Army, Navy, Air Force and defense-wide environ-
mental restoration accounts cover funding for active installa-
tions, and are shown separately from the Formerly Used De-
fense Sites (FUDS) program environmental restoration ac-
count, which funds environmental cleanup on properties no
longer owned and/or used by the DOD. These five accounts
include restoration activities ranging from inventory to pre-
liminary assessment, then to investigation and clean-up of
contamination, and finally to closeout of a site.

MILITARY CONSTRUCTION

The Military Construction programs are intended to provide
facilities required as a result of new weapon systems entering
the inventory, including aircraft and naval vessels, and other
high priority initiatives. The program continues initiatives
to improve living and working conditions, reduce operating
costs, increase productivity, and conserve energy by upgrading
or replacing facilities which have become functionally obsolete
or can be made more efficient through relatively modest in-
vestments in improvements. Also included in this request are
resources required to clean up and dispose of property con-
sistent with the four closure rounds required by the Base
Closure Acts of 1988 and 1990.

The budget plan for each appropriation is shown as a sepa-
rate table immediately following the program and financing
schedules for those appropriations that are available for obli-
gation for more than one year. In 2006 it presents, by budget
activity, the value of the program requested for the life of
the multiple-year appropriations, with comparable amounts
in 2004 and 2005.
