C.1 BACKGROUND

The John A Vol pe National Transportation Systens Center (Volpe Center) is an
organi zation within the Research and Special Prograns Adm nistration of the
Department of Transportation (DOT). The Vol pe Center provides technica
research and anal ysis services to the Departnent and ot her Federal agencies in
connection with the transportation- and | ogistics-rel ated conponents of their
m ssi ons.

The Vol pe Center is industrially funded by sponsoring organi zati ons. The
portfolio of projects perforned for sponsors varies in nunber, scope, and
subst ance over the course of any year. The Vol pe Center’s staffing strategy
uses a conbi nation of Federal and Contractor enployees to nmeet the broad range
and quantity of skills needed to support projects. Through task order
contracts and on-site technical support contracts, the Vol pe Center can
respond to uncertain, |long-range requirenments of these technical progranms by
establishing a "pool" of easily accessed professional technical resources.
This procurement will provide a broad range of research and anal ytical skills
and hi gh technol ogy capabilities designed to neet Vol pe Center programmatic
requirenents in the area of transportation and | ogistics operations research
and anal ysis (ORA) services.

Requests for provisional fee paynment nust be based on and be consi stent
with the information stated in the contract or task financing request.

The Contractor review ng vouchers and supporting data will
performthis function in accordance with contract provisions which prohibit
di scl osure of proprietary financial data or use of such data for any purpose
other than to perform accounts payabl e servi ces.

G 12 COST ACCOUNTI NG SYSTEMS

A. Cost Accounting System

The Contractor shall maintain a job order cost accounting systemthat wll
accunul ate costs incurred for each task order separately.

B. Task Order Proposal Preparation Cost

Submi ssion of proposals in response to task order RFPs is not nandatory.
Bid and proposal expenses incurred in connection with the preparation of
task order proposals will be reinbursed in accordance with established
practices; however, bid and proposal costs will not be reinbursed as direct
costs.

C. Unconpensated Overtine

(The term“contract proposals” as used in this clause refers to proposals
which may result in initial contract award.

A. The CGovernnent shall, at the conclusion of each specified eval uation
peri od(s), evaluate the Contractor's performance for a determ nation of
award fee earned. The Contractor agrees that the determ nation as to the
anmount of the award fee earned will be nmade by the Government Fee
Determ nation O ficial (FDO and such determnation is binding on both
parties and shall not be subject to appeal under the "D sputes" clause or
to any board or court.

B. It is agreed that the evaluation of Contractor performance shall be in
accordance with a Performance Evaluation Plan and that the Contractor shal
be pronptly advised in witing of the determ nation and reasons why the
award fee was or was not earned.

While it is recognized that the basis for the determ nation
of the fee shall be the evaluation by the Governnment, any self-eval uation
which is received within 15 days after the end of the period being
eval uated may be given such consideration, if any, as the FDO shall find
appropri ate.

C. The FDO may specify in any fee determ nation that fee not earned during the
peri od eval uated may be accunul ated and be avail able for allocation to one
or nore subsequent periods. In that event, the distribution of award fee
shal |l be adjusted to reflect such allocations.

|.7 1252.216-72 PERFORVANCE EVALUATI ON PLAN (OCT 1994)

A. A Performance Evaluation Plan shall be unilaterally established by the
Governnent based on the criteria stated in the contract and used for the
determ nation of award fee. This plan shall include the criteria used to

A copy of the plan shall be provided to
the Contractor at contract award.
