	BRIEF DESCRIPTION:  (Services they will provide.)

CECID provides many services such as English as a second language courses, life-skills training, pre- and post-employment training, job search workshops, and computer training to the hard to reach and hard to serve population of the Westside corridor of San Antonio.  CECID will work with SER Jobs for Progress, who runs the One-Stop Center in San Antonio, to gain information about labor markets, job referrals, and job placement services.  It will also provide outreach and job skills training as well as intensive case management and post-job placement services.  
Project LEAP (Learn, Earn, Advance, and Prosper) aims to assist the unemployed and under employed in two major ways.  First it will provide employability training and pre- and post-employment mentoring, as well as intensive case management.  Secondly, it will reach out to the community to connect people to the training, jobs, and career services of One Stop Centers.  
GOALS: (How many people served, placed in jobs or education, retained, etc.)

The LEAP project will enroll and provide services to 100 clients over the 18 months of the grant.  Of those 100, 80% of participants will be employed, in the military, enrolled in post-secondary education, advanced training, or qualified apprenticeship.  Of those, 80% will keep their job for 3 months, and 70% for 6 months.  The average hourly wages for clients will be $8.25.
