E-waste is a popular,
informal name for electronic
products nearing the end of their "useful
life." Computers, televisions, VCRs,
stereos, copiers, mobile phones and fax
machines are common electronic
products and make up one of the fastest
ogrowing segments of our nation's waste
stream. The National Safety Council
projects that nearly 250 million
computers will become obsolete in the
next five years and mobile phones are
being discarded at a rate of 130 million
per year. Computer monitors and older
TV picture tubes contain an average of
four pounds of lead and require special
handling at the end of their lives. In
addition to lead, electronics can contain
chromium, cadmium, mercury,
beryllium, nickel, zinc, and brominated
flame retardants, presenting problems if
not disposed of properly. eCycling is
reusing or recycling of these consumer
electronics.
