Pursuant to Section 104A of the Foreign Assistance Act of
1961, as amended by Section 301(a) (2) of the United States
Leadership Against HIV/AIDS, Tuberculosis, and Malaria
Act of 2003 (PL. 108-25), the Office of the Global AIDS
Coordinator has requested from the relevant executive
branch agencies a description of efforts made by each relevant
executive branch agency to implement the policies set forth
in section 104(B), “Assistance to Combat Tuberculosis,” and
104(C), “Assistance to Combat Malaria,” a description of the
programs established pursuant to such sections, and a detailed
assessment of the impact of programs established pursuant to
such sections. The relevant executive branch agencies will be

providing this information under separate cover.
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
