The CRADA allows non-federal
partners to work directly with federal laboratoriesollaborative research and development projects
while also protecting intellectual property thatyniee developed. Licensing Agreements can also be
established so that outside entities can licenge ffented products and methods to make them
available to the public in the shortest possibieeti
