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Executive Overview

The Louisville EFC was authorized by Act of CongresSeptember, 1998. With support from the
Environmental Finance Center Network and the Usiteitself, it participated in Network affairs amadtivities
throughout the year although it did not receiverfal funding until September, 1999. Some staff were
retroactively covered in the budget approved dttilvee, in recognition of their having been actiwehgaged in
Center business starting in July, 1999.

The Center undertook a number of discrete actsvitdts first year, building the foundation foitdwe work on a
number of issues and problems. Activity was thusaled at:

e Becoming an active participant and partner in tR€ Eetwork, to bring the knowledge and expertise of
other Centers to the Southeast and to provideisréise to others.
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¢ Providing support services to the hundreds of sarall medium-sized clean water and wastewatertacili
operators throughout Kentucky. This effort is sasipreparatory to serving a broader set of companie
and municipal departments throughout Region 4 aviging these key environmental services.

e Examining the sources of urban spatial change gpdresion and their responses to different publitcse
interventions in order to generate guidance docasnénaining and technical assistance services to
municipalities and counties confronted with thedisproblems and choices associated with infiltasp
and other spatial development decisions that theynecake and influence through their policies.

e Working on issues associated with urban brownfiettevelopment and base closure and readjustment
processes, especially the problems of accessanding and promoting regeneration and the infithsu
sites makes possible in expanding economies.

This annual report describes the major accomplisitsnaf the EPA Region IV Environmental Finance @eat
the University of Louisville. The University of Laville Environmental Finance Center was estabtisye
Congress in the federal 1998-99 fiscal year bulidieh September, 1998. The Center is one of two
Environmental Finance Centers serving the US EPgidRelV states (Florida, Georgia, South CarolinartN
Carolina, Tennessee, Alabama, Mississippi, and Uy, the other environmental finance center bémcgted
at the University of North Carolina.

Facilities and Expertise

The Environmental Finance Center at the Univedityouisville is housed within the Center for Erarimental
Policy and Management in the Department of UrbahRublic Affairs. The Center is part of the Uningrof
Louisville's interdisciplinary network of facultynd staff that comprise the Kentucky Institute foe t
Environment and Sustainable Development (KIESDg Istitute reports directly to the Vice Presidient
Research and includes seven other thematic canttfrs schools of law, engineering, arts and s@snc
education, medicine, business and public admitistraThese centers are involved in a wide rangesdéarch,
technical outreach, public service, education aaiting related to environmental and sustainableld@ment
issues. The Institute is home to two state direceders: the Kentucky Center for Pollution Preimantand the
Center for Environmental Education.

The Center for Environmental Policy and Managenhastengaged in a wide range of research activities
including the impact of ecotourism, projecting eonimental futures for the Commonwealth of Kentucky,
brownfield redevelopment, environmental insuramesponding to environmental disasters, public mamamt
and finance, and environmental management issues.

The Department of Urban and Public Affairs offeattba Master in Public Administration and a Docteria
Urban and Public Affairs. The KIESD also offersiaterdisciplinary degree in Environmental Studies.

With financial support from the EFC netW&, the Louisville EFC presented information about
RateMod Pro to the Kentucky Water Association's Mgment Conference held in Bowling Green,
Kentucky. The Conference was attended by over 68¥lewater plant managers from across the state. The
keynote speaker to the conference was Mr. Billdar®oise State University EFC in Region 10.

Breakout sessions were also conducted where Mrckiaaind Russell Barnett, presented a detailed
description of the capacities of the RateMod PraehaDuring the meeting a number of plant managers
expressed their interest in obtaining addition&dnmation and training on the model.

Board. Rep. Anne Northup spoke about the importaftiee EFC Network and her pride in the active
role she played in its formation.

Sept 24. As part of year-long collaboration witk Kentucky Division of Water, the Kentucky Rural
Water Association and the Boise State Universit lEFRegion 10 collaborated to provide technical
assistance on environmental financing to smallrardium-sized wastewater treatment facilities. Boise
State EFC Director, Bill Jarocki conducted a semaraRateMod Pro for representatives from Kentucky.
The EFC Network provided funding for his trip. Atting the one-day seminar were representativeseof t
Kentucky Division of Water, Kentucky Public ServiCemmission, Kentucky League of Cities, Louisville
Water Company, Kentucky Rural Water Associationyikuille-Jefferson County Metropolitan Sewer
District, and the Kentucky Association of CountyfiG&ls. As a result of the seminar, the Kentucky
Division of Water requested the EFC to assist thesn developing financial capacity requirements
under the 1996 Amendments of the Safe Drinking Wate. The Kentucky Rural Water Association
asked the EFC to collaborate with the Associatiprovide training for wastewater plant operators.
