On February 13-14, 2002, pursuant to 49 V.S.C. § 60117, representatives of the Central and
Southern Regions, Office of Pipeline Safety (OPS), inspected Kaneb Pipe Line Operating
Partnership, LP's (Respondent's) integrity management program at Respond~t's facility in Witchita,
Kansas. As a result of the inspection, the Director, Southern Region, OPS, issued to Respondent,
by letter dated May 8, 2002, a Notice of Amendment (NOA). The NOA alleged inadequacies in

Respondent's integrity management program segment identification procedures and proposed to
require amendment of Respondent's procedures to comply with the requirements of 49 C.F .R.

§ 19S.452(b).

Respondent responded to the NOA by letters dated June 11,2002 and March 4,2003 (Response).
Respondent did not request a hearing, consequently Respondent waived its right to one.

Respondent did not contest the alleged inad~uacies cited in the NOA. Accordingly, I find that

Respondent's original integrity management program procedures were inadequate to ensure safe
operation of its pipeline system.

Respondent submitted amended integrity management program segment identification procedures
with its response addressing the inadequacies cited in the NOA The Southern Region reviewed the
amended procedures. Based on the results of this review, I find that Respondent has corrected the
identified inadequacies. Respondent need not take any further action with respect to the matters in
this case.
