How does imaging equipment earn the ENERGY STAR?

The ENERGY STAR imaging equipment specification utilizes two different methods for assessing energy consumption. Qualified equipment either uses less energy across all power modes while in normal operation or meets stringent power consumption criteria in low power modes, such as sleep and standby/off.

Qualified imaging equipment includes:
· Copiers

· Printers

· Scanners

· Fax machines

· Multi-function devices (MFDs)

· Digital duplicators

· Mailing machines

· In 2007, more than 70% of households nationwide recognized the ENERGY STAR label. 

· A typical home office equipped with a desktop computer, LCD monitor, MFD, and printer that meet the ENERGY STAR requirement is projected to save more than $80 over the life of the products, and even more if you enable power management.
· If all imaging equipment sold in the United States meets the ENERGY STAR requirements, we would save about $3 billion each year in energy costs. 
· By using less energy, qualified imaging equipment reduces greenhouse gas emissions caused by burning fossil fuels at power plants.
