The agency 
will make another announcement 
at that time about the availability 
of the report and opportunity for 
public comment on the report.

Export Tip of the Week
Certifi cation statements required 
by importing countries are 
sometimes too voluminous to 
include in the “Remarks” section 
of FSIS Form 9060-5, Meat and 
Poultry Export Certificates of 
Wholesomeness.  In such cases, 
the certifi cation statements are 
provided on letterhead certifi cates 
that are placed in the country 
requirements and can be easily 
downloaded for  s ignature 
by FSIS inspection officials.

These letterhead certificates 
should not be modifi ed, and 
additional statements should 
no t  be  inc luded  on  the 
preprinted form.  If importers 
demand  tha t  add i t iona l 
statements be included on 
the letterhead certificate or 
in the “Remarks” section of 
Form 9060-5, call the Offi ce 
of International Affairs at (202) 
720-3473 for further guidance.

E. coli Positive Sample Reported
The 15th E. coli O157:H7 positive 
case this year was reported from 
a sample collect on October 
11 in FSIS’ microbiological 
sampling program.  The sample 
was collected in Missouri.

This report brings to 294 the 
overall number of positive samples 
analyzed since the inception of 
the program.  There have been 

9,350 samples analyzed so far 
this year; 89,261 samples have 
been analyzed overall.
