The Secretary would carry out activities through grants or contracts to State educational agencies (SEAs), local educational agencies (LEAs), institutions of higher
education, and other public and private agencies, organizations, and institutions.  The Secretary would make awards under this program on the basis of announced
competitions.  Funds could be used to support meritorious unsolicited proposals.
