SUMMARY: On Cctober 24 and 28, 1994, EPA announced a
partial 3-nonth stay and reconsideration of certain
aspects of the "National Em ssion Standards for Hazardous
Air Pollutants fromthe Synthetic Organic Chem ca

Manuf acturing Industry and O her Processes Subject to the
Negoti at ed Regul ation for Equi prent Leaks" 59 FR 19402
(April 22, 1994) and 59 FR 29196 (June 6, 1994)
(collectively known as the "hazardous organi cs NESHAP' or
the "HON'). The EPA al so proposed, pursuant to Cean Ar
Act section 301(a)(1l), 42 U S.C 7601(a)(1l), to extend
tenporarily the applicable conpliance dates for sources
subject to the stay, but only as necessary to conplete
the two reconsiderations (including appropriate

regul atory action) of the rule in question. The EPA

recei ved no adverse public coment on either of the two
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proposed short-term conpliance extensions. The EPA is
extendi ng the conpliance dates until April 24, 1995. A
short-termextension of this nature is well within the
3-year period allowed by the Act.

I . COVPLI ANCE EXTENSI ON

On Cctober 24, 1994 (59 FR 53359) EPA announced
that, pursuant to Clean Air Act section 307(d)(7)(B), it
is reconsidering certain portions of the HON rule. The
Cct ober 24, 1994 adm nistrative stay applied only to
t hose source owners or operators who nake a
representation in witing that resolution of the area
source definition issues could affect whether the
facility is subject to the HON. Readers should refer to
that notice for a conplete discussion of the background
and rul e affected.

On Cctober 28, 1994 (59 FR 54131), EPA announced an
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adm ni strative stay of the effectiveness of the

provi sions for conpressors and for surge control vessels
and bottons receivers for sources subject to the Cctober
24, 1994 conpliance date pendi ng reconsi deration of those
provi sions. Readers should refer to that notice and the
associ at ed proposed anendnents to subpart H (59 FR 54154)
for a conplete discussion of the background and the
proposed changes to the rule.

Along with both notices of partial stay and
reconsi deration, EPA al so proposed to extend the
conpl i ance dates beyond the 3 nonths provided, as
necessary to conpl ete reconsideration and revision of the
rule in question.

Ten coment letters were received on each of the two
notices of partial stay and reconsideration. No adverse
comments were received on either proposal to extend the
conpl i ance dates beyond 3 nonths, if necessary, in order
to conplete reconsideration and revision of the rules in
guestion. As EPA finds that it is not able to conplete
the reconsideration and the regulatory action to the rule
within the 3 nonth period, EPA is extending the
conpliance date until April 24, 1995. The EPA expects to

conplete the regulatory action on both petitions for
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reconsi deration before the April conpliance date.

Under section 307(b)(1) of the Cean Air Act (CAA
judicial review of the actions taken by this final rule
is available only on the filing of a petition for review
inthe U S Court of Appeals for the District of Colunbia
Crcuit wwthin 60 days of today's publication of this
action. Under section 307(b)(2) of the CAA, the
requirements that are subject to today's notice nay not
be challenged later in civil or crimnal proceedings

brought by EPA to enforce these requirenents.
