REQUIREMENTS: Any course sessions successfully completed and passed within the Work Zone Safety course suite 
since January 1, 2004, are eligible for inclusion in the Certifi cate of Accomplishment Program. Sessions attended prior 
to that date are not eligible. No waivers or substitutions will be accepted. All the courses in the suite must be completed 
within four years of taking the fi rst course. To be eligible to receive a Certifi cate of Accomplishment, participants must 
complete and pass the exam for each course in the suite. After successfully completing all the courses in the suite, please 
contact the NHI Training Coordinator at nhitraining@dot.gov to request your Certifi cate of Accomplishment.
