INVESTMENT COMPANY ACT RELEASES 

PAUL R. DUPEE, JR. 

Paul R. Dupee, Jr. has filed an application for an order pursuant to Section 9(c)
of the Investment Company Act of 1940 exempting him from the provisions of Section 
9(a) of the Act. Dupee is a member of the Board of Directors of the Capitol Life 
Insurance Company having been elected to such position on February 18, 1977. The 
application for exemptive relief from the provisions of Section 9(a) results from 
the collateral effects of an injunction entered in 1974 against Dupee, upon con
sent and without his admitting or denying the allegations of the complaint, in an 
action entitled SEC v. Everest Management Corporation, et ala The Commission 
issued a notice giving interested persons until June 20 to request a hearing on the 
application.
