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ENFORCEMENT PROCEEDINGS 

SOUTH CAROLINA EXECUTIVE ENJOINED FOR INSIDER TRADING 

The Commission announced the settlement of an enforcement action 
against James M. League, Jr. (League) of Greer, South Carolina, who,
without admitting or denying the allegations in the Commission's 
complaint, consented to the entry of a final judgment of permanent
injunction restraining him from further violations of the insider 
trading provisions of the securities Exchange Act of 1934. 

The complaint alleged that League, while the chief operating officer 
of the First savings Bank of Greenville, South Carolina, tipped
material non-public information to his mother regarding the 
existence of ongoing discussions with another financial institution 
interested in acquiring the bank. Based upon that information, his 
mother, now deceased, purchased 1,500 shares of the bank and 
realized profits of $6,187. 

League, as part of the settlement, agreed to disgorge those profits,
pay pre-judgment interest as well as a treble civil penalty of over 
$18,500, totalling $26,229. [SEC v. James M. League, Jr., USDC,
South Carolina, civil Action No. 6:96-1621-20J (LR-14932) 

INSIDER TRADING COMPLAINT FILED AGAINST TIMOTHY MORIARTY 

The Commission today filed a complaint in the Western District of 
New York against Timothy J. Moriarty of Rochester, New York. The 
complaint alleges that Timothy J. Moriarty engaged in illegal
insider trading in the securities of The Rochester Community Savings 
Bank (RCSB). Moriarty formerly served as Vice President, Financial 
Management of RCSB. The complaint alleges that Moriarty purchased
4,000 shares of RCSB common stock and 60 call options to purchase
RCSB common stock in April 1993, while in possession of material,
nonpublic information regarding the prospective acquisition of RCSB. 
Moriarty's RCSB stock and options purchases were made before a May
5, 1993 announcement by RCSB that it had received an indication of 
interest in its possible acquisition. The complaint further alleges 



In 
addition, the complaint alleges that Moriarty made false statements 
to the Commission staff concerning the date he first learned of the 
prospective acquisition of RCSB and the reasons for his purchases of 
RCSB securities, and Moriarty attempted to persuade others to cover 
up his illegal activity. The complaint seeks a permanent
injunction, disgorgement and civil penalties equal to three times 
the amount of Moriarty's insider trading profits. [SEC v. Timothy
J. Moriarty, Civil Action No. 96-CV-6260, WDNY] (LR-14933) 

MICHAEL HANSEN, WILLIAM STRAUGHAN AND LIONEL REIFLER PERMANENTLY ENJOINED 

The Commission announced that on February 13, 1996, Judge Tena 
Campbell of the united states District Court for the District of 
Utah issued final judgments of permanent injunction and other relief 
(Judgments) by consent against defendants Michael Hansen (Hansen),
William Straughan (Straughan) and Lionel Reifler (Reifler) enjoining 
them from future violations of section 17(a) of the Securities Act 
of 1933 and Section 10(b) of the Securities Exchange Act of 1934 and 
Rule 10b-5 thereunder. Hansen also was enjoined from future 
violations of sections 17(a) and 34(b) of the Investment Company
Act. Additionally, Straughan was enj oined from future violations of 
sections 17(a) and 37 of the Investment Company Act. The Judgments
waive paYment of civil monetary penalties against all three 
defendants based upon their demonstrated inability to pay. 

The Commission's complaint alleges that, from January 1992 through
mid-March 1992, the defendants violated the federal securities laws 
by; selling unmarketable securities with a total purported value of 
$165 million to two new registered investment companies known as 
Public Funding Portfolios, Inc. and American Vision Funds, Inc. 
(Funds) without disclosing that those securities were grossly
overvalued; and attempting to use shares of the Funds as collateral 
for millions of dollars of margin loans from brokerage firms 
nationwide with knowledge that the publicly quoted net asset values 
for the shares had been grossly inflated. [SEC v. Michael Carnicle,
Michael Hansen, William Straughan, Randy Glad, Lionel Reifler,
Howard Ray and Arie From, Civil Action No. 1:95-CV-0110C, D. utah]
(LR-14935) 

D. GEORGE RONKIN SENTENCED TO 72 MONTHS IN JAIL FOR ROLE IN COLLEGE BOUND 
SCHEME 

The Commission announced that on May 24 the Honorable Norman C. 
Roettger, Jr., Chief Judge, United states District Court for the 
Southern District of Florida, sentenced D. George Ronkin (Ronkin),
the former chief executive officer of College Bound, Inc. (College
Bound), to 72 months in jail. In addition to the jail sentence,
Judge Roettger ordered restitution in the amount of $42 million. 
Ronkin is scheduled to report for jail on July 31, 1996. On March 
11, 1996, Judge Roettger sentenced Janet Ronkin, College Bound's 
former president, to twelve months in prison, assessed a criminal 
fine in the amount of $20,000, and ordered community service of 300 
hours. 
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~ ~rjl 23~ ~92~ the Commission filed a co~laint a~ainst Coll~e 
Bound, a Plantation, Florida-based public company, and against
Ronkin and his wife, Janet Ronkin, and other emergency motions 
including a motion for temporary restraining order (SEC v. College
Bound, Inc., et al., Civil Action No. 92-0979, D.D.C.). That day,
the court entered an Order temporarily restraining the defendants 
from further violations of Section 17(a) of the Securities Act of 
1933, Section 10(b) of the securities Exchange Act of 1934 (Exchange
Act) and Rules lOb-5 and 13b2-1, thereunder. The Order also 
temporarily restrained College Bound from violating and the Ronkins 
from aiding and abetting violations of sections 13(a) and 13(b) (2) 
(A) and (B) of the Exchange Act and Rules 13a-1, 13a-13 and 12b-20,
thereunder. [SEC v. College Bound, Inc., et al., Civil Action No. 
92-0979, D.D.C.] (LR-14936) 

DISTRICT COURT ENTERS FINAL JUDGMENT AGAINST DANIEL OSBORN 

On May 22, the Honorable Robert J. Kelleher entered a final judgment
of permanent injunction and other relief against Daniel L. Osborn. 
The Commission's complaint alleged that in 1989 and 1990, Osborn 
participated in a fraudulent scheme with Steven D. Wymer (Wymer) and 
the investment advisers controlled by Wymer, Denman & Co. and 
Institutional Treasury Management, Inc. (collectively ITM). 

The Commission alleged in its complaint that Osborn, through his 
broker-dealer, DLO Securities, Inc. (DLO), charged ITM advisory
clients and ITM fraudulent excessive, undisclosed markups on United 
states government securities. Osborn paid Wymer a portion of the 
fraudulent profits from these transactions. The Commission also 
alleged that Osborn failed to disclose $310,000 received from Wymer
to establish DLO, formerly located in Irvine, California, on DLO's 
Form BD. The judgment against Osborn ordered him to disgorge
$403,888 plus prejudgment interest and waived payment based on his 
demonstrated inability to pay the disgorgement. [SEC v. Daniel L. 
Osborn # Civil Action No~ CV 95-1014 RJK] {LR-14937) 

INVESTMENT COMPANY ACT RELEASES 

CONNECTICUT GENERAL LIFE INSURANCE COMPANY, ET AL. 

An order has been issued to Connecticut General Life Insurance 
Company (CG Life), CG Variable Annuity Separate Account II (Variable
Account), and Cigna Financial Advisors, Inc. pursuant to section 
6(c) of the Investment Company Act granting exemptions from Sections 
26 (a) (2) (C) and 27 (c) (2) of the Act. The order permits the 
deduction of a mortality and expense risk charge from; the assets of 
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the Variable Account,., in connection with the offer and sale of 
certain flexible premium deferred annuity contracts (Contracts) and 
any contracts (Future Contracts) offered in the future by CG Life 
which are substantially similar in all material respects to the 
Contracts; and the assets of any separate account established in the 
future by CG Life, in connection with the offer and sale of Future 
Contracts. The order will extend to any broker-dealer which may
serve in the future as principal underwriter with respect to the 
Contracts or Future Contracts, and which is or will be registered
with the Commission as a broker-dealer under the Securities Act of 
1934, and is a member of the National Association of Securities 
Dealers. (Rel. IC-22005 - June 5) 

EMERGING MARKETS GROWTH FUND INC., ET AL. 

An order has been issued on an application filed by Emerging Markets 
Growth Fund, Inc., et al. (EMGF) under Section 17 (b) of the 
Investment Company Act granting an exemption from section 17(a) of 
the Act permitting EMGF to acquire all of the assets of New World 
Investment Fund. Because of certain affiliations, the two funds may
not rely on Rule 17a-8 under the Act. (ReI. IC-22006 - June 5) 

JOHN HANCOCK MUTUAL LIFE INSURANCE COMPANY, ET AL. 

An order has been issued pursuant to Section 6(c) of the Investment 
Company Act exempting John Hancock Mutual Life Insurance Company
(John Hancock Mutual), John Hancock Variable Life Insurance Company
(John Hancock Variable), John Hancock Variable Annuity Account JF 
(the Account), and John Hancock Funds, Inc. (JHFI) from the 
provisions of sections 26(a) (2) (C) and 27(c) (2) thereof. The order 
provides exemptions to the extent necessary to permit the deduction 
of mortality and expense risk and certain optional benefit rider 
charges from the assets of the Account or any other separate account 
established in the future by John Hancock Mutual or John Hancock 
Variable in connection with the issuance and sale of certain 
variable annuity contracts for which JHFI or certain other broker-
dealers may act as distributor and principal underwriter. (ReI. IC
22007 - June 6)
