RULES AND RELATED MATTERS 

PROPOSED RULES TO IMPLEMENT REPORTING REQUIREMENTS OF SECTION lOA 

The Commission today issued a release soliciting public comment on 
proposed rules to implement the reporting requirements in new 
section lOA of the Securities Exchange Act of 1934. section lOA 
requires, among other things, that the auditor of a registrant's
financial statements report to the registrant's board of directors 
an illegal act, committed by the registrant, if that act has a 
material effect on the registrant's financial statements and the 
registrant's failure to take timely and appropriate remedial action 
is reasonably expected to warrant either resignation from the audit 
engagement or a modification of the audit report. Under Section 
lOA, the board must notify the Commission that it has received such 
a report and furnish the auditor with a copy of that notice. An 
auditor who does not receive a copy of the notice is required by
Section lOA to furnish directly to the Commission the report given
to the board. The proposed rulemaking implements these statutory
reporting requirements.

ENFORCEMENT PROCEEDINGS 

ADMINISTRATIVE PROCEEDINGS AGAINST JOHN PAPARELLA SETTLED 

The Commission announced the settlement of previoUSly instituted 
administrative proceedings against John W. Paparella. Paparella
consented to the entry of an Order Making Findings and Imposing
Remedial Sanctions (Order), without admitting or denying any of the 
findings except as to jurisdiction, which he admitted. 

The Order finds that Paparella aided and abetted a fraudulent scheme 
involving the late M. wesley Groshans, the former president and 
controlling shareholder of SFT, Inc. (SFT) , a now-defunct mutual 
fund formerly located in King of Prussia, Pennsylvania. Paparella
was a director of SFT and a friend of Groshans. 

The Order finds that in February 1990, Groshans sold shares in a 
private company he owned to SFT for the grossly inflated price of 
$2,016,000. From August through October 1990, Paparella aided and 
abetted Groshans' violations of the antifraud provisions by creating 
or altering documents designed to conceal the transaction. At 
Groshans' request, Paparella signed backdated letters and documents 
to create the false appearance that a fictitious entity had been the 
original purchaser, rather than SFT. In return for his assistance,
Groshans paid off an outstanding bank loan owed by Paparella, in the 
amount of $159,966.57. 
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The Order provides that Paparella shall cease and desist from 
commit~ing or causing any violations and any future violation of 
Section 17(a) of the Securities Act of 1933; section 10(b) of the 
Securities Exchange Act of 1934 and Rule 10b-5 thereunder. The 
Order also bars Paparella from association with any investment 
company. In addition, the Order requires Paparella to disgorge
$159,966.57, plus interest, and waives payment based upon
Paparella's demonstrated inability to pay. (ReI. Nos. 33-7321; 34

INVESTMENT COMPANY ACT RELEASES 

ACACIA NATIONAL LIFE INSURANCE COMPANY, ET AL. 

An order has been issued under Section 6(c) of the Investment 
Company Act exempting Acacia National Life Insurance Company
(Acacia), Acacia National Variable Annuity Separate Account II 
(Separate Account) and The Advisors Group, Inc. (collectively,
Applicants) from Sections 26 (a)(2)(C) and 27 (c)(2) of the Act. 
Applicants are permitted to deduct mortality and expense risk 
charges from the assets of the Separate Account in connection with 
the offering of certain variable annuity contracts (Contracts); and 
any other separate account established in the future by Acacia in 
connection with the offering of other variable annuity contracts 
(Future Contracts) which are similar in all material respects to the
Contracts. These exemptions extend to any other broker-dealer who
may, in the future, act as principal underwriter of the Contracts or
Future Contracts. (ReI. IC-22154 - August 21) 

GREAT AMERICAN RESERVE INSURANCE COMPANY, ET AL. 

An order has been issued pursuant to Section 6(c) of the Investment
Company Act exempting Great American Reserve Insurance Company
(Company), Great American Reserve Variable Annuity Account G 
(Separate Account), and GARCO Equity Sales, Inc. (GES) from the 
provisions of sections 26(a} (2)(C) and 27(c) (2) of the Act. The 
order provides exemptions to the extent necessary to permit the 
deduction of a mortality and expense risk charge from the assets of 
the Separate Account in connection with the offer and sale of 
certain combined fixed and variable annuity contracts and 
certificates (Existing Contracts); the Separate Account in 
connection with the offer and sale of variable annuity contracts and
certificates that are similar in all material respects to the 
Existing Contracts (these contracts and certificates, together with 
Existing Contracts, Contracts); and any other separate account 
established in the future by the Company in connection with the 
offer and sale of Contracts. The exemptive relief also permits the
offer and sale of Contracts for which broker-dealers other than GES 
serve as the principal underwriter. (ReI. IC-22155 - August 21) 
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IDS LIFE INSURANCE COMPANY OF NEW YORK, ET AL.


An order has been issued pursuant to Section 6(c) of the Investment 
Company Act exempting IDS Life Insurance Company of New York (IDS
Life), IDS Life of New York Flexible Portfolio Annuity Account 
(Variable Account) and American Express Financial Advisors Inc. 
(Advisors) from the provisions of Sections 26(a) (2) (C) and 27(c) (2) 
of the Act to the extent necessary to permit the deduction of a 
mortality and expense risk charge from the assets of the Variable 
Account in connection with the offer and sale of certain variable 
annuity contracts (Existing Contracts); the Variable Account in 
connection with the issuance of variable annuity contracts that are 
substantially similar in all material respects to the Existing
Contracts (these contracts, together with Existing contracts, the 
Contracts); and any other separate account established in the future 
by IDS Life in connection with the issuance of Contracts. The 
exemptive relief also permits the offer and sale of Contracts for 
which certain broker-dealers other than Advisors serve as the 
principal underwriter. (ReI. IC-22156 - August 21) 

AMERICAN CENTURION LIFE ASSURANCE COMPANY, ET AL. 

An order has been issued pursuant to section 6(c) of the Investment 
Company Act exempting American Centurion Life Assurance Company
(ACL) , ACL Variable Annuity Account 1 (ACL Account), and American 
Express Service Corporation (AESC) from the provisions of Sections 
26(a) (2) (C) and 27(c) (2) of the Act. The order provides exemptions
to the extent necessary to permit the deduction of a mortality and 
expense risk charge from the assets of the ACL Account or other 
separate accounts established by ACL in the future (other ACL 
Accounts) to support certain group variable annuity contracts and 
related certificates (Existing Contracts) as well as other variable 
annuity contracts and any related certificates that are 
substantially similar in all material respects to the Existing
Contracts (these contracts, together with the Existing Contracts,
Contracts), and to extend such exemptive relief to any broker-dealer 
other than AESC which may serve in the future as principal
underwriter in respect of the Contracts offered by ACL and made 
available through the ACL Account or Other ACL Accounts. (ReI. IC

LB SERIES FUND, INC., ET AL.
